Assignment questions are located at the end of each Posted Chapter Lecture, and answers are to be submitted via email through eCollege.  (4) Group projects: During the first week students will be assigned to a group, each group having an equal amount of students. The group must work together to create a group project, which will be a 10 page (minimum) presentation about a topic relating to criminal law. The presentation must be double spaced, include references, and exhibit grammar consistent with college level work; plagiarism will result in a failing grade. Topics must be presented to me for approval no later than October 14, 2011.  The group project must be submitted to me no later than December 9, 2011.  (5) Weekly discussions: Each week I will post a question for class discussion. Discussion will count for 10% of your final grade.  You are required to make a minimum of two (2) discussion posts.
