Catalog Description: This course focuses on exploring basic nursing concepts including holism, diversity, health, illness, healthcare delivery systems, continuity of care, developmental care, and care across the lifespan.  Legal and ethical issues related to nursing will be explored. The nursing process will be introduced and applied in patient care scenarios. Professionalism of the nurse including research and evidence-based practice will be discussed.

CINAHL Assignment

Nurses use a variety of sources in obtaining information relevant to nursing practice and patient care.  It is essential to understand electronic databases to remain current in nursing.  This assignment will assist in learning how to use the Cumulated Index of Nursing and Allied Health Literature (CINAHL) database. 


Nursing research exercise:  Grading Evidence
Students will need to bring laptops for this exercise.  Research abstracts will be handed out by the instructor and students in small groups will use the rating system on page 23 of the Houser text to determine the level of evidence.  

Examinations:  There will be two 50 point exams in this course.  Content will include lecture material, required readings, and other materials as designated by the faculty.

1. Choose one of the ethical case studies provided by the instructor.  
2. Use the model for ethical decision making 
3. Compare and contrast the legal and ethical consideration of the case
4. Discuss the nurse’s role in legal and ethical matters in health care
                                                  
Nursing process paper and care plan: 
This assignment fulfills in part the course outcome:  Describes the components of the nursing process and its impact on care delivery

From the case study provided by the instructor, complete the nursing assessment form found in the syllabus and the nursing process form.  
· Provide a list of nursing diagnosis problem statements in the order of priority (most important to least important).
· Write the number one priority diagnosis in actual nursing diagnosis format.
· Develop two expected outcomes based on the actual nursing diagnosis.
· Develop two or three nursing interventions for each expected outcome.
· Provide rationale for each nursing intervention listed.  Include source, year, and page number for the rationale.
· Evaluate the expected outcomes.  Since you will not be able to do a follow up, create data that supports the evaluation of the expected outcome.  
· Based on the evaluation data provided revise the care plan.

Word process the assignment. Submit completed nursing process forms and application of nursing process rubric to the instructor.

In-class activities:  Individual or small group activities will be done in the classroom.  There will be five activities throughout the semester, each worth 10 points.
Service learning activity and project:  
During this course, the student will actively participate in 2 service learning activities.  One activity will be the administration of research surveys in pre-selected community sites for 4 hours.  The second activity will consist of obtaining a life history on an elder in the community for 6 hours.  The total service learning requirement for this course is 10 hours. 

· During WEEK 1 students will be provided a listing of sites and opportunities for both service learning activities ; 

· By WEEK 3 students should identify activities and complete all necessary paperwork including waiver and consent with Candice Sakuda, Director for Service Learning, Henry Hall Room 117 and/or instructor; 

· By WEEK 13 students should complete the 10 hour requirement;

· By WEEK 14 students should complete the reflection and evaluation and digitally submit papers

· When you are done writing your paper, pick one or two paragraphs that highlight your personal growth or civic engagement and provide 1-2 power point slides to illustrate this growth or engagement. Include this at the end of your paper.  This may be used for Service Learning Day on Feb. 24, 2012.

· Submit  a digital copy of your service learning paper to the drop box for NUR 190 and also to the drop box for service learning.

Nursing Care Plan Assignment

Please choose one of the following case studies for your nursing care plan assignment.

Case Study # 1

Elena Cruz is a 78 year old widowed Filipino woman who comes to the Emergency Department with complains of severe headache and nausea. She was diagnosed with hypertension 2 months ago and was given a prescription for hydrocholorothiazide (HCTZ) 25 mg/day. Mrs Cruz is 5’ and weighs 100 lbs. She mentioned during this visit that she does not take her HCTZ sometimes because she frequently urinates at night. Her vital signs on this visit were 160/100, 82, 16 and 36.8 degrees Celsius. Mrs. Cruz’s 32 y/o son Ernesto accompanied her to the Emergency Department. Ernesto states that his mother is very stubborn and does not listen to anyone. Ernesto has the power of attorney for healthcare for his mother.

Case Study # 2 

Jason Arakawa is a 57 year old construction worker, happily married with 3 grown children and 2 new grandchildren. His wife does not work and takes care of the Arakawa household. He made an appointment with an optometrist to explore a progressive left eye visual loss over 9 month period. After a work-up, a brain mass was found. Mr. Arakawa was very upset and was not sure how to tell his family. 

Case Study # 3 

Miyako Sato-Jones is a 40 year old woman who was seen at the primary care clinic with symptoms of severe fatigue and blurred vision. She thought this was due to working long hours at a computer. The physician who examined her said she has “borderline diabetes”. During that visit her records indicate the following: weight 200 pounds, height 5’4”, BP 140/90, fasting blood sugar 150 mg/dl. The nurse practitioner suggested the following at this visit: 1200 calorie diet. Miyako is married with a 2 year old girl and 5 year old boy. Husband works part-time as a computer analyst and takes care of most of the household chores including cooking.

Case Study # 4

Jomar Allen is a 38 year old man who comes to the Emergency Department with complaints of acute low back pain. He states that he did some heavy lifting of boxes yesterday, went to bed with a mild backache and awoke this morning with terrible back pain.  He has a past medical history of peptic ulcer disease related to non steroidal medication use. He is 6’ tall, 265 pounds and has a prominent “potbelly”.  Jomar states that he works at least 60 hours a week as an accountant for a small firm downtown. 


Case Study # 5

Suzie Esposito is a 19 year old woman who comes to the obstetric clinic because she missed 2 menstrual periods and thinks she may be pregnant. She stated she is nauseated so she completed a home pregnancy test which was positive.  The blood test at the clinic confirmed she is pregnant. Suzie was feeling anxious about this first pregnancy as she lives at home with her parents and does not have a job. Her boyfriend has 2 other children from a previous relationship and does not know about Suzie’s pregnancy.




Case Study # 6

Alejandro Santos is a retired 68 year old man who is being seen at the clinic for routine health maintenance and health promotion. He reports that he has been feeling well and has no specific complaints except for some trouble “emptying my bladder”.  Urinalysis is within normal limits and prostate specific antigen (PSA) was 1.5 mg/ml. Mr. Santos is an active man who enjoys time with his family especially with his 5 grandchildren.

Helpful tips in creating your nursing care plan

1. The nursing care plan must incorporate all the nursing process components: assessment, diagnosis, outcome identification and plan, implementation, evaluation.
2. The nursing care plan must be typed using 12 font and Times Roman.
3. The details are the key to writing a well thought out care plan.
4. Proof read for spelling and grammar. 
5. Review Taylor (2011) Chapter 11 p. 193 Overview of the Nursing Process

Assessment
Assessment is the database (subjective and objective) of your patient. Some of the sources of information are your patient, patient’s family, patient’s health care team, patient’s medical records. 

Nursing Diagnosis

Actual:  describes a clinical judgment that the nurse has derived from assessment and the presence of defining characteristics. This statement is 3 parts, problem/etiology/symptoms.
Risk:  describes a clinical judgment that there is vulnerability to develop the problem because of the risk factors present.  This statement is 2 parts, problem/etiology.
Wellness:  describes a transition from one level of wellness to a higher level of wellness. This statement is a 1 part, problem. 
Components of a nursing diagnosis
Problem – The statement of health, diagnostic label; e.g. activity intolerance
Etiology – the “related to” is the etiologic and contributing factor which is with the independent domain of nursing to treat; e.g. acute pain r/t muscle spasms.
Symptoms – the “manifested by” are the defining characteristics, a cluster of signs and symptoms that are observed in a person with a problem; e.g. states he has pain in his right knee and hip, on continuous Buck’s traction.
The nursing diagnosis list must be prioritized

Expected Outcomes
An expected outcome is a statement of a desired achievable outcome, to be attained by the patient within a predicted period of time, given the presenting situation/resources.
Example: Patient will eat three balanced meals/day in two weeks.

Functions of expected outcomes:
· Provides for direction of care
· Provides motivation for care
· Provides ongoing satisfaction for patient and caregiver
· Serves as the criterion/standard for measuring effectiveness of care
Clients can set expected outcomes for themselves, or nurses can set them with patient input.  A patient expected outcome describes what the caregiver expects:
· To see in the patient
· To hear from the patient
· To be demonstrated by the patient at a given point in time
An expected outcome needs to:
· Take into account the diagnosis
· Take a patient’s wishes/circumstances into account
· Set a direction
· Specify an outcome
· Indicate a time frame for accomplishment
Components for expected outcome statement
· Stated in terms of patient/family outcome
· Stated concisely
· Contains specific action verb (demonstrate, climb, walk, etc.)
· Has modifiers for specificity
· Defines content area
· Identifies a time frame (once/day, by 4/19, in one week)
Writing Expected Outcomes
· When writing an expected outcome, the focus should be on measurable outcomes and an “actions verb” or behavioral verb best provides that focus.

Example: 
Patient will:
1. Identify side effects of fluoxetine hydrochloride by the end of the education session.
2. Create a schedule for taking medications.
3. Discuss suicidal feelings when present.

· Expected outcomes should describe what patients should know or be able to do to resolve the identified problem/etiology in the nursing diagnosis.  Expected outcomes may be linked to domains.  The common domains include cognitive, affective and psychomotor.

· The cognitive domain focuses on thinking processes.
Examples: 
1. Patient will list foods for a low protein diet by the end of the education 
    session.
2. Patient will create a weekly menu consistent with a low protein diet in one week.

· The psychomotor domain focuses on the development of physical abilities and skills.
Examples: 
1. Patient will demonstrate the procedure for giving self insulin by the end of the education session. 
2. Patient will use the steps in catheterization for self catheterization by end of hospitalization.

Nursing Intervention/Implementation
A nursing intervention is any treatment or approach based on clinical judgment that the nurse uses to achieve the expected outcomes.  Nursing interventions may also be referred to as nursing actions, activities, measures and strategies.
· Should answer what, when, how often, how long and where is regard to a specific intervention

Evaluation
An evaluation is a measurement of the progress toward the expected outcomes and the effectiveness of the nursing plan of care when evaluating the results of your care plan.
· Have the expected outcomes been achieved?  How? Why not?
· Do the outcomes reflect the present care focus?
· Can more specific modifiers be added?
· Are they acceptable to the client?
· Outcome met, partially met, not met; provide assessment data to support
 
Revision based on evaluation
Continue – plan of care is appropriate to patient’s current needs
Revise – diagnosis is still present however the outcomes and interventions need revision; record revisions
Achieved – the outcomes have been achieved and that part of the care plan is discontinued.
Reinstate – a diagnosis that has been resolved returns.

Ethical Case Studies 

 Case studies will be handed out in class.  In a 3-5 page paper, the student will identify the legal and ethical issues in the case study, compare and contrast the legal and ethical issues, and discussion implications for nursing practice.  


Purposes:
