This course studies major developments in Western Art from pre-history to the present. We will cover not only the stylistic and aesthetic elements characteristic of a given period, but also the wider cultural and historical context within which the arts exist, and the relevance such a study can bring to our present understanding of ourselves and the world we live in.
