ED 427 will cover the various strategies for teaching reading, writing,              


studying, and translating information in the different content subject areas.


Emphasis will include development of questioning techniques and vocabulary, comprehension, and study skills activities. This course provides opportunities to practice instructional strategies such as lesson planning and micro teaching and includes observation and participation in secondary (Gr. 7-12) classroom.

As teachers, we hope our students will read the texts we assign. But what if they don’t? What if they can’t, as Jimmy Baca couldn't until he was an adult, or as Pamela Mueller found out in her work with teenagers? The assumption is that by grade 6, students know how to read. If only that were the case.  As teachers of English, math, science, health, music, physical education, social studies or art, we are our students’ reading and writing teachers. Consequently, all of us share the responsibility of teaching our students to read and write well. Teachers must coach and foster the use of reading, writing, speaking and listening processes so students may learn subject matter across the curriculum.

_________ PORTFOLIO WITH ENTRY SLIPS (35 points): Each student will keep a portfolio with the assignments in this class. Each student will make an entry slip after each completed assignment. The entry slips will be placed in the portfolio and submitted toward the end of the course (see last page of this syllabus for due date). An entry slip is a reflective statement about the assignment (called an artifact or document). There will be 7 entry slips for the required assignments. The 7 assignments are as follows:

Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:


1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory.


2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment.


3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.





In the cases of alleged academic dishonesty (such as plagiarism, cheating, claiming work not done by the student, or lying) where a faculty member observes or discovers the dishonesty, the faculty members may choose to confront the student and handle the matter between the faculty member and the student, or the faculty member may choose to refer the incident to the Dean or Graduate Program Director. 





Incomplete- An incomplete (I) may be given to a student who did not complete a portion of the work or final examination due to circumstances beyond the student's control. The incomplete contract must be signed by the student and the instructor. The work must be completed in 90 days or the incomplete will revert to the grade that the student would have earned. This grade and the date the work is due will be specified on the incomplete contract.

_________ O&P JOURNAL (40 points) Each student will spend a minimum of 20 hours in a P-12 classroom. There is no substitute for this activity. A written journal will be kept of all the time spent in the classroom for O&P. Provide documentation signed by you and your host teacher indicating that your 20 hours have been completed.


Also: 


Complete a Journal Entry after each O&P Session


Describe objective reactions to what was observed and experienced. Use concise, non judgmental descriptors (e.g., numbers, physical descriptions, describe things sequentially). The observations are based on facts without opinions.


Describe subjective reactions to observations. How do you feel? Rate, judge, and critique what you observed and experienced. Opinions are based on facts.


Describe how you would change or use what you observed in your teaching with reasons for changes.


What educational theories from your course readings were reflected, used, contradicted in your observations and experiences?


While observing in your classrooms, look for evidence of the following processes:


Comprehension instruction for expository texts


Content reading and/or writing lesson


Writing instruction


Writing assessment


You do not have to observe a separate lesson on each of the above areas. You might see evidence on bulletin boards or in student work or you might observe more than one area during a single lesson. Document your observations and reflections/analyses in whatever mode best fits your learning style.











The reflective Entry Slip statements would be relative to:


The Hawaii Teaching Standards that were addressed in the assignments. Included would be how the standards were addressed. Private school teachers may use the school's teaching standard. Pages of the document utilized must be submitted with the portfolio.

___________BOOK TALKS (30 points): Write a Book Talk Paper that illustrates the seven young adult books (grades 6-12). The audience will be middle school or high school students. Define the audience by the books you choose. Book talks are not just book summaries, but are book advertisements. They include a read and tease element; you are selling the book. So, be persuasive. Creativity is highly highly encouraged! In your paper, please include possible activities and ideas that would enrich the experience of reading this book for a young reader. Your book talk must include a PowerPoint (emailed to the instructor).


This should help your audience get a feel for whether or not they would like to read the book. 


Include in your book talk the title, author’s name, summary of the book,


genre, how this book could be used in your content area. Each Book Talk is worth 10 points
