Course Description: 
The course is intended to introduce the students to forms of communication including one-on-one, small group, and presenting. The course includes class discussions and activities, opportunity for expressing opinions and knowledge, research and presentation.

Course Objectives:
The students should be able to apply the following skills and knowledge:

· Understanding of the communication process both verbal and non-verbal.

· Speak in public settings

· Effectively execute a variety of public speaking skills

· Effectively use interpersonal communication techniques

Course Expectations: Communications is a hands-on learning process that will require students to attend and participate. Class participation is figured into the grade as 25% of the overall. Participation is measured by joining in discussion and turning in any in-class activities. Emergencies do arise, therefore any absences must be reported to the instructor prior to that night’s meeting. Discussions questions and weekly assignments must be done before midnight on Sunday each week.

Key factors in your grade:
· Discussion Questions:

· Questions will be posted on Sundays and due before midnight the following Sunday. You must log in on 3 separate days (measured from 12:00am to 11:59pm) and participate in discussion. All discussion needs to happen in the main discussion room. You may answer one of the questions from the list or continue on a thread from someone else’s answer. You also have the option of bringing up a point from one of the articles you are reviewing in an article review week. In order to receive full credit for a discussion response, you must provide substantial insight (i.e. 150+ words, with a citation and/or real-life example)

· Article Reviews: You are assigned three Article reviews throughout the course. The article review is required to be on the topics matching the chapter readings of the week. You can use EBSCO to search for articles and complete the following:


1. Purpose of the study/article.


2. Method/procedures used/style of writing/research

3. Outcome/summary of major points covered.


4. Applications of article/information. “How the information can be used

5. Your reactions to the article.

One to two pages total. Please double space your assignment. You must provide an APA citation and cite any direct quotes. 
· Quizzes: There are 3 quizzes. Quizzes will be posted on Sunday and must be submitted before midnight the following Sunday.
· Short Speeches: There are 3 short speeches throughout the course. A short speech must be under 2 minutes long. You need to record your speech via webcam and post your speech on youtube, then submit the link in the main discussion room. The link must be posted in the main discussion room before midnight Sunday.
· Informative/Persuasive Speech: These are worth big points. They must be recorded, uploaded to youtube and have the links posted in the main discussion room just like the short speeches. However, for these speeches there must be a minimum of 5 other people in the room and they must be 7-10 minutes long. There are specific formats for each speech that will be assigned as we learn more about how to create and perform speeches.

1. Please use your webcam to capture a still photo (or use a saved photo). Write out a short bio and email it to me.
2. Go to the main discussion chat room and introduce yourself.

3. Complete the reading.

4. Complete three discussion questions throughout the week. You must log in on 3 separate days. Provide substantial insight.

5. Learning Style Analysis: Go online and take a learning style survey. Just use a web browser to search for a “Learning Style Analysis Test”. Make sure it’s free. Complete the survey, analyze the results in a page or so. Explain what you thought of the test and the results. 

6. Short Speech #1: Using your webcam, record a description of your hometown: location, people, and interesting facts. It should be less than 2 minutes. Upload video to YouTube and post the link in the discussion room.

7. Complete the reading.

8. Complete three discussion questions throughout the week. You must log in on 3 separate days. Provide substantial insight.

9. Article Review #1. Complete the instructions for Article Reviews. There is a sample available in document sharing.

10. Quiz #1. Please complete the quiz and return it via email attachment. Do not paste the quiz in the body of the email, make sure it is attached as a word file or google doc.

14. Write a 900-1500 word essay in APA format (no title page necessary) in which you discuss any issue you choose in the area of inter-cultural communication. After reading the chapter, search out any item of interest on EBSCO and/or the internet. Explain the topic and analyze it’s importance. Please use at least 3 sources and cite them specifically in the text and in a bibliography.
15. Short Speech #2: Using your webcam, record a description of your hometown: location, people, and interesting facts. It should be less than 2 minutes. Upload video to YouTube and post the link in the discussion room.

16. Complete the reading.

17. Complete three discussion questions throughout the week. You must log in on 3 separate days. Provide substantial insight.

18. Find a speech online that you can deconstruct. It must be an informative (not persuasive) speech. Figure out the thesis, identify the evidence, analyze the conclusion.
