	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:
	This is a survey course that introduces the student to the historical, philosophical and sociological development of American education. The class investigates the evolution of education from colonial times until the present and, by focusing on the contribution of key educational leaders and movements, examines the relationship of education to broad cultural movements in American life. The class examines contemporary educational reform movements, both in the private and public sector that are re-shaping education in this country. Finally, through onsite classroom observation and reflection, students will be introduced to the art and science of teaching.

Each Student will be assigned to do a class presentation and lesson plan on the weekly assignment and to turn the following on the day when they take a leading role in the class discussion:

a) a Double Entry Journal with citations in APA format and a reference page of the section you are assigned

b) Including 3 main points from the assignment stated in bullet or number format and

c) 1 analytical question for class discussion.

d) Presentation should use some form of audio/ visual format.
Lesson Plan should also contain the following:

a) Use Blank Lesson Plan Template (see templates at the end of the syllabus)

b) Outline the learning plan (teaching & learning activities). This plan should be aligned clearly with the desired results (ie: geared towards having students meet the objectives, answer the essential questions, and be able to complete the assessment activities). The plan should include all of the following components: 

· a. List of instructional materials & resources 

· b. Timeline: next to each step, indicate approximate length of time you expect each step to take. 

· c. Introductory activities: hook/capture student interest, set the stage, Creatively in this class is highly encouraged!

· d. Developmental activities: outline the content and outline the instructional strategies & learning activities. Include details what you will do, how you will organize/prepare students for tasks, and what students will do. 
· e. Closing activities: list activities that you & students will do to summarize the lesson, reinforce what was covered, and tie everything together so students see how the lesson fits into the context of the rest of the course.
c) Please see the Lesson Plan Template and Rubric at the end of the syllabus.
3.) About Me (20 pts.).
 

            Introduce yourself to your instructor and classmates by writing a concise one page description of yourself.  The paper may be a casual narrative.  Be sure to mention why you are taking this course and what you hope to achieve in it.
4.) Educational Autobiography (20 pts.).
 

            A premise of being a reflective educator is the ability to articulate foundational experiences that have shaped one’s understanding of meaningful education.  In conjunction with the discussion of various historical perspectives on education, each student is asked to produce a response to the question “What personal in-school and out-of-school experiences have been a significant influence in your thinking about the craft of teaching and the act of learning?”  Writers may wish to focus on particularly good (or bad-please do not include the full name) teachers or experiences in their past.  What made a teacher in your experience significant?  Tone will probably be narrative.  Length should be at least one page.

5.) Research Assignment (50 pts.): Complete 1 writing assignment of your choice (2 to 3 typed pages). Choose from either the Activity History (focuses on the present state of public education) or the Past History (focuses on the past state of public education). 
Please email the instructor at mary.valdez1@adjunct.chaminade.edu once you have selected the topic you would like to research on. Please include a Bibliography of the sources you plan to use. The Instructor will inform you on whether the topic you have selected is appropriate for the goals and learning outcomes of the course. Students in the class may not have the same topics, therefore it is important to email the instructor by Wednesday October 12, 2011

Attendance:
Attendance is very important in this class.  Every absence or partial attendance will mean that vital course content will be missed and the ability to participate in class activities will be diminished.  Emphasis is placed on class discussions.  All students are highly encouraged to participate in these discussions. 
Attendance is mandatory.  Therefore, there is NO EXCEPTION FOR ABSENCES.  Absences are submitted to the Registrar’s Office at the end of the course.  Each 4-hour class is worth 4-points (1 point per class hour for attendance/participation).  Example:  arriving to class 1-hour late means receiving 3 points for that class session.  Your attendance will be noted during each class period on an attendance sheet.  
Education Division Attendance Policy

As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered. 

Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.

1. Excused Absences. 

1.1. Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused. 

1.2. In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of a course’s meetings (e.g., more than 20% of on-ground course meetings, or a significant portion of online or hybrid courses), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled (e.g., withdrawal or incomplete). 

2. Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules:

2.1. On-ground courses. When unexcused absences total more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should withdraw or be administratively withdrawn.

a. Accelerated Semester Classes (10 classes): More than one absence lowers grade one letter. Missing more than two classes results in failure or withdrawal.

Incomplete – An incomplete (I) may be given to a student who did not complete a portion of the work due to circumstances beyond the student’s control. The incomplete contract must be signed by the student and the instructor and work must be completed in 90 days or the incomplete will revert to the grade that the student would have earned. This grade and the date the work is due will be specified on the incomplete contract.

Writing Standards
All work submitted by Chaminade University students must meet the following writing standards. Written assignments should:
1. Use correct grammar, spelling, punctuation, and sentence structure of Standard Written English. 

2. Develop ideas, themes, and main points coherently and concisely. 

3. Adopt modes and styles appropriate to their purpose and audience. 

4. Be clear, complete, and effective. 

5. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources. In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism.
Plagiarism – “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one’s own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:
1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one’s own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual. Please refer to your Student Handbook, General Catalog, and the Education Division Policy Manual for other important institutional and academic policies.

Double Entry Journals

What Is It?

Students can use a double-entry journal to help them study concepts or vocabulary, express opinions, justify an opinion using text, and understand or respond to the text they are reading. The double-entry journal is a two-column journal. In the left column, students write a piece of information from the text, such as a quotation or a concept, which students want to expand upon, understand better, or question. In the right column, students relate to or analyze the information that is written in the left column. For example, the student could title the left column "Quotes" and the right column "Reflections." In this instance, the student would copy quotes from the text in the left column and reflect upon what they mean in the right column. 

Below is an example of how a language arts teacher who is teaching Walden, by Henry David Thoreau, could use a double-entry journal.

	Sometimes it is difficult to tell the truth because you don't want to hurt a person's feelings or because it's hard for you to admit something. It was hard for me to tell my dad that I didn't want to go to the same college he did, but I was glad that I told him afterwards.


Why Is It Important?

Double-entry journals give students a way to interact personally with the text, by reflecting on and writing about their understanding of the material they are reading. Students can use the text to form an opinion and then use pieces of text to support their opinions. Students process the information and relate to the text, increasing reading comprehension. Research by Marzano (1988) emphasizes the importance of metacognition and student learning. By writing about what they are thinking, students show their thinking process as they read, allowing teachers to redirect or encourage students to be more effective readers.
	The left hand column of the journal is the place to document what you learned (e.g., from a reading, video, picture, discussion).
	The right hand column is where you record your reactions to this material.  This section should be in 1st person.  To do a good job on this, you will need to make it personal--no one else could write what you write.
