COURSE DESCRIPTION. Math 100 is a survey course and fulfills the Track A general education requirement in mathematics. The course is intended as terminal course and is not a prerequisite for any other course in mathematics. Topics to be studied are intended to expose the student to various applications of math and may include problem solving techniques, algebra, measurement, financial management, numerical systems, and set theory. I will determine from the knowledge level, interest, and progress of the students which topics from the textbook to cover and will add or delete topics as necessary to enhance the course.

PREREQUISITES. You should already be competent with basic arithmetic, fractions, percents, and very elementary algebra. You need these skills for everyday living, not just for this course.

REQUIRED SUPPLIES, Three ring notebook and paper (for any assignments, quizzes, or tests), ruler, pencil or pen (#2 pencil is recommended), eraser (especially if you are error prone), and a calculator (scientific or graphing calculator is recommended).
COURSE FORMAT. Classes will consist of presentation of math principles and problems with opportunity for the student to try practice problems and ask questions during the class time. Homework will be assigned for additional practice and end-of-chapter quizzes and tests given to measure individual progress. You are encouraged to participate in class discussions and to ask and answer questions. I want to create a classroom environment where you feel comfortable to make mistakes and to learn from them. Please respect the views of others and the rights of your fellow classmates to enjoy an environment conducive to learning.

ATTENDANCE. Attendance in class is crucial to success in the class. Attendance will be taken at each meeting. If you are absent for any two-week period, I am required to notify the Accelerated Undergraduate Programs.
If you miss a class you are responsible for contacting me for homework assignments or important deadlines. Use my email address that is meadma100@yahoo.com.

If you wish to withdraw from the class, please do so officially with your advisor. If you stop attending class without officially withdrawing with the registrar, you will be assigned a failing grade.

To be late to class is to be rude and disrespectful. Be on time.

HOMEWORK. Doing problems is the only way you can learn math. You are responsible for the assigned problems in each covered chapter. You are responsible for checking your work using the solutions provided in your textbook. If you have troubles with the problems, ask me for help. You may see some of the homework problems in quizzes or the final examination. Homework is to be turned in at the beginning of the class and will be graded.
GRADING. Your grade will be based upon attendance, class participation, homework, periodic quizzes, and a final examination. Quizzes will be given during most class periods but only the high five scores will be counted. Each quiz is worth 40 points. There will be no make-up quizzes.
COMPREHENSIVE FINAL EXAMINATION. The final examination given during exam week will cover the entire course. You must take the final examination in order to pass the course.
