Education Division Attendance Policy:  As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered. Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.
 Excused Absences.  Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused.
1.2. In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of a course’s meetings (e.g., more than 20% of on-ground course meetings, or a significant portion of online or hybrid courses), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled (e.g., withdrawal or incomplete).
2. Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules. For this class, the online portion applies:
· Online courses and online portion of hybrid courses. The instructor will specify and enforce expectations for online participation and receipt of assignments appropriate to the design of the course.  In this course, logging on twice a week for 10 weeks is required.
·  If a student does not logon to an online or hybrid course for the first two weeks, the instructor should notify the Dean and the student will be withdrawn from the course.
·  Any student who stops participating in an online course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.

Academic Honesty: In the cases of alleged academic dishonesty (such as plagiarism, cheating, claiming work not done by the student, or lying) where a faculty member observes or discovers the dishonesty, the faculty members may choose to confront the student and handle the matter between the faculty member and the student, or the faculty member may choose to refer the incident to the Dean or Graduate Program Director.  (If the Dean or the Director is the instructor in question, the concern shall be directed to the Provost; if the Provost is the instructor in question, the concern shall be directed to the President.)  If the faculty member chooses to confront the situation and it is not satisfactorily resolved between the faculty member and the student, the matter may then be referred or appealed to the Dean or Director.
· In either case, the Divisional Dean or Graduate Program Director may choose to 1) resolve the matter through a meeting with both the student and the faculty member, or 2) refer the matter to the Provost.  The findings, in either case are final.
· If alleged academic dishonesty is reported to a faculty member by a third party, then the faculty member will meet with the Divisional Dean or Graduate Program Director; to determine whether the evidence warrants an investigation, and how the investigation will be handled.  It may also be decided that the faculty member will either confront the student or, assuming enough evidence is present to warrant action, turn the matter over to the Divisional Dean or Program Director to either resolve or organize a hearing.
· If the student is found guilty of the charges of academic dishonesty, the student may be subject to academic penalties such as failure of the course, exam, or assignment.  Other penalties from the list of possible disciplinary sanctions may also be deemed appropriate.

Notes on assignments 

Join EC Ning – a valuable, free resource is available to anyone teaching or preparing to teach English. Join by the end of Week One, use and participate throughout the course and beyond. 

O&P – ten hours of classroom observation/participation. Begin as soon as possible; submit in parts as directed in eCollege, with final project to be shared with the class as a PowerPoint in Doc Sharing. If you are currently as secondary English teacher, no paperwork needed for the ten hours of “observing yourself.”  Other students complete all Field Services (Rachel Omick, Director) requirements in a timely manner. 
Textbook reading (The English Teacher’s Companion, 3rd ed.) – to be read in ways that work best for you, from quick skimming to careful, close reading, depending on your needs and the class assignment. Some of the 500 pages are connected to the ELA common core standards, weeks 1-5; other parts connect to your signature assignment (three related lesson plans); and one section has choices of topics that interest you (e.g., chapter 12- service-learning, 16- ELL and other special needs, 18 – culture. The Issues in Teaching English section will be discussed in Week 9, “Student-led discussions” described below.)

Journals –  dialogue journal between student and instructor. Prompts given for each of the 5 journals. Within two days of posting, my response can be read by clicking on the journal points in gradebook.

Discussions – The six discussions are based on textbook reading, with an initial post due by the date given (Sundays) and a follow-up post within 4 days (Thursdays).  Please keep your audience in mind (classmates and instructor) as you prepare thoughtful posts.  Write succinctly, proofread and do your best to make the discussions meaningful and enjoyable.  

Student-led discussions of self-selected chapter 12-21,  New Directions and Issues in Teaching English -  Although scheduled for Week 9, the sooner you make your selection, the better the chances of getting the chapter you want. Take a look now and when you have decided, use email to let me know your first choice. Then read the chapters  carefully, compose a post for the class to give the highlights of the chapter as well as one or more additional resources, your thoughts, and a discussion question for the class. Read these and post a concluding comment.  

Reading/writing memories - Write as a personal narrative, no more than two pages.  Try to recall pivotal moments in your own secondary English classes that affected your development as a reader and a writer. Post as an attachment to a brief message to the class in Introductions under Course Home.  You are encouraged to read and respond to your classmates to help us establish our learning community.

Three lesson plans –  Due Week 9. Since this is the signature assignment, it is explained in LiveText and discussed throughout the course.  Use the template in LiveText or use a different  format that works best for you.  Either fill in the template or create and attach a Word document  and submit for assessment on LiveText.  Base the plans on the Hawaii Common Core State Standards for ELA (any grade, 7-12) and incorporate ideas from this course.

YA literature -  In three parts: (a) visit Hawaii Public Library, online at www.librarieshawii.org/ and/or physically, (b) explore online resources, including YALSA, and (c) contribute to our “book club” discussions.  Throughout the course, there will be opportunities to explore literature for adolescents and share thoughts in various ways.
