COURSE DESCRIPTION 
This course is a historical study of America's role in the world. The course emphasizes analyses of complex questions involving U.S. relations with other nations and peoples, requiring the student to investigate primary sources and conflicting historical points of view. We will survey America’s international relations from the founding of the Republic to the present, addressing a broad spectrum of foreign policy initiatives – ranging from benign and peaceful (i.e., negotiations) to coercive and violent (i.e., armed conflict) – in a variety of geographical settings. 


COURSE GOAL
Students completing the course should gain a broad grasp of America's role in the world, a greater appreciation of the processes involved in making foreign policy and conducting diplomacy, a deeper understanding of the events themselves, and a keen familiarity with the major primary and secondary sources for the history of U.S. Foreign Relations as well as the most influential interpretations of key events in that history.









COURSE REQUIREMENTS
To be successful in this course, you must be willing to allocate sufficient time to access course materials, participate in class and group discussions, complete all assignments in a timely manner, and satisfactorily complete all quizzes and exams.

WEEKLY READING ASSIGNMENT
· Each week, a reading assignment, to be completed prior to the next class, will be given. This material will form the basis for our discussion in the next class.
 
WEEKLY ESSAY ASSIGNMENT
· Each week, I will assign the class an essay topic based on the reading, as well as class lectures, films, etc. This essay is to be completed prior to the next class, unless otherwise announced. Your essay must be at least 500 words (typed, double spaced, Times New Roman 12 pt.). A good essay will include a student’s personal opinion on the subject matter as well as thoughtful consideration of the readings and the questions posed.  Quotations from the readings to back up or refute any aspect of the topic are also a good idea to include. This essay may either be emailed to me prior to class or handed in as a hard copy to class. Late essays will have five (5) pts. deducted from its final grade for each day that the assignment is late. Since each essay will be worth 20 pts., no essay will be accepted beyond four days after the assigned date.

WEEKLY QUIZZES
· Each week, class will begin with a quiz on the previous week’s work. Each quiz will be worth 10 pts. and will cover material in the readings, class lectures & discussions, films, etc.

RESEARCH PROJECT 
· Topic: 
· Choose any diplomatic event in United States History. Analyze it and discuss how you might have made different choices that resulted in a different outcome. Your paper should first outline the event in detail. Why did the event occur? Who were the key players? What decisions were made and by whom? What were the social, economic, military, diplomatic outcomes? Then explain what you would have done differently and why. Discuss in detail the implications of your choices and why you made them. Compare what you would have done to what was done historically. Be sure and speculate on the outcome of the events if your decisions were implemented.

· Paper Requirements:
· The paper is to be a minimum of five (5) pages in length, typed double spaced, Times New Roman 12



· Reference Citations
· A full bibliography (University of Chicago Manual of Style, APA, MLA, or other form you are comfortable with) is required. Failure to properly cite information will result in a significant loss of points. 

· Primary Sources
· When gathering your facts, you MUST include at least 2 primary sources in your paper. A primary source is something written in the time period. A secondary source is something written after the event has occurred. 

· Valid Academic Sources
· You may use any and all sources at your disposal: Internet, special edition DVDs, books, articles, and journals. However all of your sources must NOT be of one specific type. You must have a minimum of 2 different types of sources. (This means you MAY NOT use just Internet or just text sources.) Encyclopedias, etc. use should be kept to a minimum and make up NO MORE than 10% of your bibliography. (This includes WIKIPEDIA sources).
