SCOPE OF COURSE
Two of the most basic questions of humans are “Who are we?” and “Where did we come from?”  History helps answer the questions by providing an account of our origins, triumphs, and disasters. World history takes it a step further, moving beyond the account of one group or one region to looking at the stories on a global scale. By looking at trends and common themes, one can start telling the story of the human race. The study of history rests on knowledge of dates, names, places, events, and ideas. Historical understanding, however, requires students to engage in historical thinking, to raise questions and to marshal evidence in support of their answers. Students engaged in historical thinking draw upon chronological thinking, historical comprehension, historical analysis and interpretation, historical research, and decision-making. These skills are developed through the study of significant historical substance from the era or society being studied. The goal of this course is to offer an in-depth study of history, geography and cultures of selected civilizations from the Western and non-Western worlds.   The course will also emphasize major turning points in the shaping of the modern world. The course will provide students opportunities to compare and contrast Western and non-Western cultures and to become knowledgeable about historical events as they relate to their respective geo-political settings.    


COURSE OBJECTIVES
Students will demonstrate the ability to:
· Analyze historical facts and interpretations concerning human history since 1500.
· Analyze and compare political, geographic, economic, social, cultural, religious, and intellectual institutions, structures and processes across the range of historical periods and cultures in human history since 1500.
· Recognize and articulate the diversity of human experience across the range of historical periods and the complexities of cultures and societies in human history since 1500.
· Draw on historical perspectives from human history since 1500 to evaluate contemporary problems and issues.
· Analyze the contributions to the contemporary world of past cultures and societies in human history from 1500.



COURSE REQUIREMENTS

To be successful in this course, you must be willing to allocate sufficient time to access course materials, keep up with the readings assigned, participate in class and group discussions, complete all assignments in a timely manner, and satisfactorily complete all quizzes and exams.

EXAMS
There will be a total of four exams in this course: three covering portions of the course material and a final exam covering the entire course content

WRITING ASSIGNMENTS
There will be a total of ten written assignments, essay form. Each essay must be at least 500 words (typed, double spaced, Times New Roman 12 pt.), and will be worth 10 pts. A good essay will include a student’s personal opinion on the subject matter as well as thoughtful consideration of the readings and the questions posed.  Quotations from the readings to back up or refute any aspect of the topic are also a good idea to include. This essay may either be emailed to me prior to the due date or handed in as a hard copy in class on the due date. Late essays will have 3 pts. deducted from its final grade for each day that the assignment is late. Since each essay will be worth 10 pts., no essay will be accepted beyond three days after the assigned date.

RESEARCH PAPER
TOPIC
· Each student will be required to complete a research paper, the topic of which is to be chosen by the student, with the following parameters:
· Select any person, movement, or event pertinent to our course of study. When you have selected your topic, run it by me before you begin working. In all likelihood, I’ll give you “the green light”, but let me see what you choose first. I will provide you with a permission form to complete and hand in. Once I have approved of your topic, you may proceed with the project, BUT NOT BEFORE.

· The paper is to be a minimum of five (5) pages in length.
· A minimum of one page should be devoted to an explanation as to why the topic was chosen.
· A minimum of three pages should be devoted to a summary of the selected topic.
· A minimum of one page should be devoted to an explanation as to how and why the selected topic can be made relevant to your own life or to modern life in general.

REFERENCE CITATIONS
· A full bibliography (University of Chicago Manual of Style, APA, MLA, or other form you are comfortable with) is required. Failure to properly cite information will result in a significant loss of points. 
PRIMARY SOURCES
· When gathering your facts, you MUST include at least 2 primary sources in your paper. A primary source is something written in the time period. A secondary source is something written after the event has occurred. 

VALID ACADEMIC SOURCES
· You may use any and all sources at your disposal: Internet, special edition DVDs, books, articles, and journals. However all of your sources must NOT be of one specific type. You must have a minimum of 2 different types of sources. (This means you MAY NOT use just Internet or just text sources.) Encyclopedias, etc. use should be kept to a minimum and make up NO MORE than 10% of your bibliography. (This includes WIKIPEDIA sources). If you are at all unsure of your sources, particularly Internet sources, don’t hesitate to contact me.

· I will read and comment on any and all drafts of the paper up until 72 hours prior to the due date for the paper, which is May 5th.
