Catalog Description:   Students will learn and apply a variety of learner-centered teaching strategies in their practicum with children enrolled in an elementary school summer program. Study of reading comprehension, fluency, vocabulary development and writing will stem from these children’s interests and strengths. Wider application of these concepts will be explored.
