Course Description:  This course is designed to provide instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays.  It will also provide instruction in organizing the written text and in editing that text.

Required Texts:  
· 50 Essays:  A Portable Anthology by Samuel Cohen.  3rd Edition.

Required Extras:  Access to computer, word processor, or typewriter (all papers must be typed).

Student Responsibilities:  For this class students will be required to:

1. Attend class on time and as scheduled.  If you enter class after row has been taken, you will be marked absent for the day.  Row is taken at the beginning of class. Students who are absent more than four (4) times during the course of the semester will receive a grade deduction.  Students who are absent for two (2) consecutive weeks of class may be administratively withdrawn from the class.

1. Complete the readings and post a response before class begins.  Please note:  all posts are due by 8:00am Hawaii time.  Discussion posts marked after 8:00am will not be given credit.  You may not make up for a late discussion post with other work.  There will be an additional post (#15) at the end of the semester for students who wish to make up a post. 

1. Turn in papers on time.  Late papers WILL NOT be accepted by the instructor.  A paper is considered late if it is not received by the instructor by 4:20pm on the day that it is due.  Note:  papers that are not turned in during class time must be turned in directly to the instructor’s office in Henry Hall 206.  The office closes at 5:00pm. 

PLEASE, DO NOT PLACE PAPERS UNDER THE DOOR AFTER THE OFFICE IS CLOSED!  

1. Bring the appropriate learning tools to class (textbook, notebook for notes, pens etc).

1. Turn off cell phones prior to the start of class.  Talking or texting during class is rude and unacceptable.

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author.  Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement (citation) of the source is always mandatory.

1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.

1. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.  (Chaminade General Catalog, online).
Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.

Description of Required Coursework:

3. Take Home Papers.  The papers will vary in length from 750 words (2-3 pages) for the first paper to 1500 words (5-7 pages) for the final paper.  Each paper will be accompanied by a written assignment sheet which will include not only the basic information for the paper (due date, topic, rhetorical method required) but also the process required for writing the paper (pre-writing, draft, peer-review, editing).  The papers will be graded on the department rubric. Paper #3 MUST be submitted to your livetext account.  Please note:  NO LATE PAPERS WILL BE ACCEPTED.  Papers are due no later than 4:30pm Hawaii time.

Paper Due Dates:  2/3/2012; 3/9/2012; 4/20/2012.

3.  In Class Papers.  There will be six (6) assigned in class papers.  Each paper will be graded on a four (4) point scale.  You will be given the topic and the rhetorical method ahead of time.  On the day of the in class paper, you will be given 50 minutes to complete the assignment.  You may bring one sheet of notes (8 ½  x 11in) on the day of the paper.  You may not type your paper.  Each paper should be between 350-500 words (1-2 handwritten pages).  Please note:  You may drop only one paper.

4	The goal of the paper is clear. In addition, the paper displays a clear, organizational structure, including an introduction, thesis, topic sentences, examples, transitions, and a conclusion.  The examples for the paper are detailed and logically connect to the thesis and the overall development of the paper.  Finally, the paper displays a strong command of grammar, punctuation, and sentence variation.

3	The goal of the paper is clear. In addition, the paper displays a clear, organizational structure, including an introduction, thesis, topic sentences, examples, transitions, and a conclusion.  The examples used in the essay are general and, therefore, make it difficult to analyze the logical connections between the examples and the overall development of the paper. 

2 	The goal of the paper is vague and lacks a clear thesis statement.  As such, the paper may not provide a clear organizational structure.  

1            The paper lacks a clear goal and an organizational structure.  Or the grammar and punctuation 
       errors in the paper make it difficult to read.



3.  Take Home Papers:  There will be three (3) take home papers assigned.  These papers cannot be dropped.  No late papers will be accepted.  You will have until 4:20pm to turn 
the paper into the Humanities Office (Henry 206G).  The papers are graded on the departmental rubric listed below.  The final paper (paper #3) must be submitted to your live text account.

	Organization

3. Discussion Postings.   I have set up an e-college account for this class.  We will begin discussion postings on week #2 of this semester.  Each posting will require you to write two (2) paragraphs.  Each paragraph should be 4-6 sentences in length.  
· The first paragraph is a summary of the reading(s) assigned.  
· The second will be a response to the question posted by the instructor.  

You must complete both paragraphs in order to get credit from the instructor.  Each post will be worth one point toward your final grade.  

The posts are due by 8:00am Hawaii time, the day of class. Late posts will not be given credit.  Also, posts that do not answer the question posted using examples from the reading, will not be given credit. 


3.  Mid-term Exam.  The mid-term exam will be on March 12 (Monday) and March 14 (Wednesday).  
· On the first day of the exam, you will be required to recognize and demonstrate the rhetorical methods that you have learned.  This part of the exam will be worth 7 points.


· On the second day, you will be required to assess a short essay using the class grading rubric.  Your assessment will be a numerical grade (4-16 points) followed by a written justification of that grade.  For the written assessment, you will be citing examples from the text and commenting on the examples and/or suggesting changes to the text for improvement. This part of the exam will be worth 7 points.

3.  Final Exam:  All EN 101 and 102 classes will be taking the final exam at the same time.  You may not take the exam early OR on a different day.  The final exam is worth 15% of your final grade.
