	CATALOG DESCRIPTION  
	This course explores influences on educational change at the classroom, school, community, state and national levels. Focus is on critical examination of peace and justice theories, principles, and research as related to educational reform.

	MAJOR COURSE TOPICS
	It is important for educators to explore and to understand the paradigm shifts occurring today that are redefining teaching and learning for the 21st century.  The paradigm shifts in question refer to transformative change rather than simply reforming existing societal and educational structures.  The underlying assumption is that long-term transformation toward a more just and compassionate society is accomplished through cultural change, and institutionalized in social, political and educational structures.

The exploration of educational structures is intended to identify and to address issues of structural violence in society, in general, and in schools in particular.  This exploration leads naturally to the discovery of educational strategies that embody the ideals of a just society.  Therefore, pertaining to schools, this course will focus on analyzing issues of peace, social justice and educational transformation.

Response assignments  

Each week students will respond to the posting of other students derived from    the weekly assignments; these are based on readings from the text, and all other assignments. Your responses will be interactive with other students in the class.  Read your classmates’ assignments and respond to a minimum of one student. Service Learning Unit Outline

Purpose of Unit Outline:   In a future class of yours, give us an idea how you will engage your students in a service learning unit. 

How is service learning different from community service? Watch the video on this site for a good overview. http://www.servicelearning.org/what-service-learning
What is a unit? A unit can be anywhere from a few days to a few weeks. How long will it take to implement your unit in a real classroom?

What are the steps I need to follow in order to complete this template?    

1. Let your students come up with an identified community need. If you live in Waianae, perhaps you want to tackle homelessness as your issue. Or, perhaps you have issues with trash all over your neighborhood beaches.

2. List resources needed for this unit. So, if you want to connect with a local business to help you in your mission, you’ll need to find a way to make those connections and propose your idea. Will your kids need trash bags, rakes and gloves to clean up the beach? If you’re working to provide homeless folks with a good meal, organized by your students, do you need to pair with the local shelter and start asking local grocery stores for donations? What classroom resources (internet?) will you need to implement this unit? If your students are researching the homeless problem in Hawaii, they’re sure to find a lot of information in books and on the internet about the problem, the cost of living (what a great math lesson) and so on.  If you’re working on developing a school-wide recycling program, you’ll need recycling bins and pick up, as well as poster board and flyers to advertise your program. What can be recycled and what cannot? Why? Think your project through- from beginning to end-and list all resources you’ll need to look into, as well as physical materials required for a successful program.

3. Essential Questions are ones that really guiding this entire unit.  Examples are as follows:

· Why is there such a high rate of homeless people in this area? Where did they come from?

· Where does the trash come from that pollutes our beaches, and how much of it is out at sea?

· What resources are within the community for those in need?

4. List Understandings: Students will understand that…

Examples are as follows: 

· The cost of living is very high in Hawaii.

· Weather is nice year round, providing a more favorable living condition for homeless people.

· The oceans are filled with trash that gets washed on to shore due to wave patterns.

5. Align to STANDARDS:

HINT: Once you get your idea for a service learning project, see how it’ll link to the standards. HCPS III are the Hawaii Content Standards, for standards- based instruction. Make sure your project is grade-level appropriate.

General Learner Outcomes (GLOs)

General Learner Outcomes (GLOs) are the over-arching goals of standards-based learning for all students in all grade levels. Observable behaviors, which are demonstrated in daily classroom activities, are evidence of GLOs. Student effort, work habits, and behavior are important and they must be evaluated separately from academic performance in the content areas (in accordance with Board of Education Policy 4501: Assessing/Grading Student Performance).

The GLOs should be an integral part of the school culture as the GLOs do not exist in isolation.   The six GLOs are:

· Self-directed Learner (The ability to be responsible for one's own learning)

· Community Contributor (The understanding that it is essential for human beings to work together)

· Complex Thinker (The ability to demonstrate critical thinking and problem solving)

· Quality Producer (The ability to recognize and produce quality performance and quality products)

· Effective Communicator (The ability to communicate effectively)

· Effective and Ethical User of Technology (The ability to use a variety of technologies effectively and ethically)

So, which GLOs will be used within your lesson?
Remember, the best plan for a service learning unit follows the steps listed below:

1. INVESTIGATION- This is where your students are encouraged to identify community needs and develop their own service learning plan for the class.

2. PLANNING AND PREPARATION What resources will you need to tap into? What physical materials will you need?

3. ACTION What is the plan of action? What does it look like?

4. REFLECTION- It’s always important to ask students to reflect on the experience afterwards. Either in a written paper, or orally.

5. DEMONSTRATION OF RESULTS AND CELEBRATION Show pride and leadership by displaying your results in the form of a mini-documentary, photo collage, or powerpoint. Celebrate service!

SIGNATURE ASSIGNMENT

Peace, Social Justice and Educational Transformation paper: 

Each student will select a current issue education topic that will demonstrate your knowledge, understanding and ability to use the information from this course for educational change toward peace and justice. Use the following procedures: 

1. The paper will be written in narrative form with about 7 pages. 

2. The appendices and bibliography are not included in the 7 pages. 

3. The following questions will be researched and answered. The questions, followed by your answers will be formatted within your paper. 

Use corresponding subheadings to keep it clear: 

· What is the change? 

· What are the causes of the needed change? 

· What processes would you need to make the change; and what personnel would be involved? 

· What benefits and outcomes will be made if the change is implemented? 

4. Use specific examples in the school or system (anonymously). 

5. Citations by experts (4 outside of our course textbooks) will be utilized in the paper to strengthen your important points, feelings and opinions. Therefore, feelings and opinions placed in the paper are based on facts. 

6. Use citations from at least 3 of the course textbooks. 

7. The APA Manual will be used for this paper. 

Any instances of plagiarism will receive a “zero” for the assignment.
