PROGRAM LINKING STATEMENT

This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the program learning outcomes of Applied Psychology.  In addition, this course also addresses the program student learning outcomes of 1) Scientific Method and its Application in the Field of Psychology and 2) Cross-Cultural Psychology.

COURSE DESCRIPTION

An introduction to theories and concepts in the study of Child Development, providing an overview that explores the biological, cognitive, and social/emotional development of children. This course will provide students the opportunity to explore theoretical approaches and current issues related to child development from a multidisciplinary and cross-cultural perspective with a focus on promoting optimal development. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES:

Upon completion of this course, students/learners will be able to: 

~understand the historical and cultural factors related to child development
~discuss conditions necessary for optimal child development
~understand the scientific method and its relationship to research on child development
~locate current information and research related to child development
~express well-informed views on topical issues such as resiliency, the effects of television, early intervention, parenting  

  styles, and child abuse
~discuss developmental aspects of growth including physical, cognitive, social, emotional, language, and moral 
  development
~apply critical thinking skills to examine a variety of theoretical approaches to the study of children

COURSE REQUIREMENTS

 1. Introduction and questions (1 @ 10 points)  
Provide a brief introduction of yourself and list 2 areas of high interest or questions related to child development that you would like to explore through this course (i.e., The role that different parenting styles play in child development or what changes occur in cognitive functioning during adolescence). 
2. Critical Thinking and Reflective Papers (4 @ 25 points and 2 @ 20 points each)
Four Critical Thinking topics and Two Reflective papers will be posted, each covering one of the developmental periods. Directions and expectations will be posted for each activity. 

3. Class Discussions (9 @ 10 points each)

Each week discussion topics will be posted under the weekly chapters. You are required to read student postings and add your comments/insights related to the posted topic within the week it is posted to receive credit for your posting.

4. Quizzes (16 @ 10 points each)

Quizzes for each chapter will be posted on ecollege.com.  Quizzes will be multiple choice. The open book quizzes will encompass information covered in the designated chapters. Quizzes are to be taken within the week posted. Quizzes will help prepare you for the final exam. 
5.  Child Observation Project (100 pts)

· Your subject will be a child between the ages of 3 and 15.
· Observe the child in his or her home, school or other environment (minimum time will be 2 hours).
· Describe the child’s physical appearance and the physical/social environment where you observed the child.
· Describe what the child was doing with whom, how, and what materials were used.
· Pay particular attention to the language/communication used by the child (you may want to include portions of conversations to demonstrate a particular point) and the interactions of the child with her/his environment.
·   Match your observations with technical and theoretical information provided in the text and class materials. This should be the major portion of the paper and include clear references to the materials covered in your text. 
· Observation reports will be typed, 5 to 6 pages, double-spaced, 12 point font. Please use spell and grammar check.

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.

Marianist Educational Values

Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University.  All classes at Chaminade University are founded upon the Marianist educational values of faith, the pursuit of excellence and quality, spirit of family, the promotion of social justice, and the ability to adapt to change. The five characteristics of a Marianist education are:  

· Educate for Formation in Faith

Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provides a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.

·  Provide an Excellent Education

In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.

· Educate in Family Spirit

Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

· Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace

The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  

· Educate for Adaptation to Change

In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist university faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.
