Course Description:

College Algebra introduces the concepts of real numbers and their properties, polynomials, factoring polynomials, rational expressions, radicals and exponents, linear equations, linear inequalities, quadratic functions, exponential and logarithmic functions, and the application of algebra (word problems).  Fulfills Track B general education requirement in mathematics.  Not open to students with credits in MA 110, MA 220, or other higher numbered mathematics courses.  Offered every semester.  Prerequisite:  MA 102 or placement.
Attendance:

Each student is expected to attend every class and to arrive on time.  Each student will be held accountable for all information presented in class, whether the student is present or not.  If a student cannot attend a class on the day an assignment is due, the student must make arrangements to have it delivered on time.  If a student will be absent on a testing day, the instructor should be informed as soon as possible; a request for a make-up will be considered.

Roll will be taken either orally or by roll sheet during each hour of each class meeting.  The roll will determine the recorded number of absences.  Names may not be added to the roll after the class period has ended.

Participation by all students is important and is considered an integral part of the learning/training process.  Participation before and after class are acceptable.  All students should remain in class until the end of class time, unless a valid reason is approved by the instructor.

MyMathLab – Online Component of the Course:

MyMathLab is an online course accompaniment to the textbook.  It provides a dynamic way to do Homework and take Quizzes in an interactive way that supports learning the subject.  The student will be required, at the beginning of the course, to log into the website, www.coursecompass.com.  An Access Code, that comes with the purchase of the textbook, will be required.  On that site, HomeWorks, Quizzes, and Tests, specific to the subject matter being covered in each class, will be available; each will have specified deadlines.

The online component of the course is a supplement to, not a replacement for, the in-class portion of the course.

CourseWork:

HomeWork:

Quizzes:

In-class Quizzes will occur according to the calendar below.  These Quizzes will cover the content of the previous class.  The best 7 of the 8 Quizzes will count toward the course grade.

The scheduling of and the deadlines for the MathLab Quizzes, as well as their nature, will be discussed in the first class.  Missed Quizzes can only be made up by special arrangement with the instructor; they must be made up within the shortest reasonable time, usually one week.

Tests:

The 3 Tests will be done in MyMathLab.  The Tests, as a whole, will contribute a maximum of 360 points to the total grade.  The online Test scores recorded will be determined by the percentage contributions of each Test, as recorded in MyMathLab.

The Final Exam will be an in-class Exams.  It will contribute a maximum of 300 points to the total score.
