      Course Information

      Course Description:  The study of the concepts of good and bad, right and wrong, has a long history. This course will study the origins and legitimacy of our standards of conduct and character and will discuss modern studies, which consider the compelling and unconditional overtones of ethical demands. The course will also discuss the ways in which we talk to children and young people about what is right and wrong.

      Course Objectives: By the end of the course, the student should be able to:  

- Identify and explain the major approaches to ethics. 

- Describe the strengths and weaknesses of the major approaches. 

- Define vocabulary essential to ethical explanations. 

- Identify and evaluate ethical situations using a consistent approach.

More generally, students should also be able to:

- Read critically and answer questions about ideas presented in a college level textbook and in online lecture notes.

- Analyze issues and contribute to a college level discussion with peers and the instructor.

- Apply concepts, synthesize relevant information and present a consistent argument concerning significant issues.

- Track deadlines, pace work and fulfill requirements for college level assignments.

      Prerequisites and Co-requisites:

 None.

      Course Topics:  Introduction to the topic of ethics, consequentialist (teleological) theories, nonconsequentialist (deontological) theories / Virtue Ethics;  absolutism versus relativism, freedom versus determinism, reward and punishment, setting up a moral system and applying theory to the significant topic of  taking of human life. 

      Specific Course Requirements:

 This course involves 6 components. The first four are weekly activities: 

    1. Reading the instructor's notes on-line.

    2. Reading the week's assignment in the textbook.

    3. Answering the exercise questions about the current week's reading at the end of the assigned chapter and uploading answers to the ecollege dropbox.

    4. Reading and posting on the weekly discussion board on ecollege.

Besides the weekly work, there will also be: 

    5. Term paper (optional: see 2 alternative grading patterns for the course, below) 

    6. Final Exam on the topics discussed in the course. 

* Additional requirement: each student must email the instructor in ecollege during the first week, so that the instructor knows who is participating in the course. Students who do not email during week 1 may receive a deficiency and/or be contacted by Chaminade regarding the course.

      Hardware Requirements:

      eCollege is accessible from most PCs and Macintosh computers with a reliable internet 

      connection. Students who opt to take the final exam online through the paid ProctorU service 

      will need a webcam and microphone.
      Software Requirements:

      Students must have a recently updated webbrowser to access ecollege.  If your browser has not been recently updated it may not be able to view all the material on ecollege. You may also have to have cookies enabled or otherwise adjust certain settings to allow pop-up windows in order to navigate all content in the course.  Students may use any PC compatible wordprocessing software to compose their weekly work.  This work may be copy and pasted into the posting window on ecollege or it may be attached as a document file, in rich text format (.rtf) or other document formats readable on a PC. MAC documents may not be readable by the instructor: only work that can be read by the instructor will receive credit. 

      Assessment and Grading

      Testing Procedures:

      Students on Oahu are expected to take the exam on the scheduled date on the main campus or at one of the military locations on Oahu if the student has access to them.  About mid-way through the course a message will appear alerting the student to sign up online for a space at one of these Oahu locations.  


Students not on Oahu for the final exam must arrange in advance, a proctor acceptable to Chaminade university (for example, a senior military officer, chaplain, librarian may be accepted).  To arrange for this, immediately contact Mrs. Yoshimura (dyoshi@chaminade.edu) to arrange your proctor.  When emailing her, provide your name, location, course name and number, instructor name and give the contact information for your suggested proctor as well as a description of his or her qualifications as an objective proctor.  
Students may opt to take the final exam online using the paid services of ProctorU.  See the ecollege website for more information about how to do this.

After your proctor is arranged, or if you are having trouble arranging one, contact the instructor immediately to explain the situation.   Remember that it is the responsibility of the student to arrange for and take the final exam. It is a required component of the course and if it is not taken, it will be counted as a zero in the course grade total. 

      Grading Procedure:

Students earn points each week for the posts they make to the discussion board and the answers to questions about the assigned reading that they upload each week. At the end of the course, students earn credit on the final exam by correctly answering the short answer and essay questions correctly and completely.

      Grading Scale:

Grading is based 50% on weekly work, this includes weekly posts to the discussion board and weekly answers based on the assigned reading.  Each week’s posts or answers are worth up to 25 points respectively. Incomplete or irrelevant posts do not earn full credit, incorrect or incomplete answers do not earn full credit. 

Half of the course assessment is based on the final exam, which allows the student to demonstrate his or her understanding and mastery of the material we have covered during the course.

(Weekly work: 25% posts, 25% answers; 50% exam = 100% total)

Alternatively, if a student “opts in” for a term paper, the second half of the grading is split between credit for the final exam and credit for the term paper.  (50% weekly work , 25% exam, 25% paper= 100%  total)

90%+ = A, 80%+ = B, 70%+ = C, 60%+ = D, less than 60% = F

WEEK 1  Introduction to the course. Read the homepage, week 1 online notes and powerpoint. Answer the week 1 questions about the course, upload your answers. Practice posting in the week 1 discussion area.

WEEK 2  Introduction to the topic of Ethics. Read the week 2 notes l online. Read Chapter 1 in the textbook. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 3  Consequentialist (teleological) theories. Read the online week 3 notes. Read Chapter 2. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 4  Nonconsequentialist (deontological) theories / Virtue Ethics. Read the week 4 online notes. Read Chapters 3 and 4. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 5 Absolutism versus relativism. Read the online notes for week 5. Read Chapter 5. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 6 Freedom versus determinism. Read the online notes for week 6. Read Chapter 6. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 7 Reward and punishment. Read the online notes for week 7. Read Chapter 7. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 8 Setting up a moral system. Read the online notes for week 8. Read Chapter 8. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 9 The Taking of Human Life. Read the online notes  for week 9. Read Chapter 9. Answer the assigned questions about the reading and upload your answers. Read and post in the week’s discussion area.

WEEK 10  Review.  Read the instructions in the week 10 weekly notes: review your corrected answers for weeks 2-9 and the online weekly discussions.  Post 4 questions on the week 10 review board.  Think about your essay for the final exam.

FINAL EXAM:  Exam consists of short answer questions and an essay. Optional term paper due in electronic form by e-mail (pc compatible format documents only, not mac) before you begin your exam if you have opted to do the paper.   All students must take the final and do the short answer and essay portions.  After the exams are graded, grades will be posted in ecollege. 

    Approximately week 5, the ecollege website will ask you to register online for a seat at one of the exam locations. If you will not be on Oahu for the exam, you must email Chaminade to arrange for a proctored exam as soon as possible.  I grade the exams and post results as soon as I receive the exams. It takes chaminade 3-7 days to get the exams to the instructor after the exam date. Exams taken off Oahu may take longer. If you do not show up for your exam, it is assessed as a "0".     After the exams are graded, grades will be posted in ecollege.

 Class Participation or Attendance:

            Each week, students will read the instructor's on-line notes on the current topic. Then they will read the topic in the textbook while answering the exercise questions at the end of each assigned chapter (questions are also available in the dropbox). Student answers need to be uploaded to the dropbox for credit (do not email answers). It is preferable and easier if you just “copy and paste” all of your answers at once into the dropbox message, but you may instead attach it as a document if you cannot copy and paste it in the dropbox.  After answering, students should log into the weekly discussion area and read and post responses (minimum 2 weekly) . At the end of the course there will be a final exam on the 8 topics we have examined.  Students may opt in (by the end of week 5) to do a term paper, and then the points for the final are split between the final and the term paper. In order to do the paper students must discuss a topic with the instructor week 5. It is recommended, but not required that students submit an outline for comments and changes and submit a draft by week 7. Instructor will return it with recommended changes for the final draft.   

      Punctuality:

      Each week of the course runs from Monday morning through the following Sunday night. To receive credit for your work, you need to upload your answers or post on the webboard by the deadline (each week: Sunday 11:55 p.m., Hawaii time).  You may submit up to 1 assignment late, meaning one set of answers and one set of discussion posts, within 7 days if you inform the instructor.  (Students who are prevented from completing work ontime due to significant unforeseen circumstances such as duty or hospitalization need to contact the instructor to discuss it.)  
In order for you to participate in the group discussions and complete all of the work for the course, you need to read/answer/post each week in a timely manner.  Students should post a reply to the instructor’s weekly question by Saturday midnight if possible and reply to another student by Sunday midnight.  (It’s okay to post both on/by Saturday if you are able, but everyone should have made at least their first post by Saturday night so class members will find student posts to respond to by Sunday night.) Avoid waiting until Sunday midnight to make all of your posts to the discussion board or there will be no interaction with your classmates.  

 In this course you will need to do the work and submit it by the scheduled dates. The deadlines for the entire course are in the schedule, plan backwards from the due date to give you enough time to complete the assignments. This broad introductory course presents a number of different topics to the student that cannot be mastered simultaneously.  The work is divided into 10 separate weeks worth of work in order to afford a realistic opportunity to the student to master each topic. 

Each student is required to participate regularly throughout the ten-week term. However, a hospital emergency, unexpected duty or some other circumstance may briefly interfere with your participation at some point during the term. If this occurs, you need to contact me as soon as possible, arrange to make-up your missing work and to post your missing posts on the webboard.

    If you do not contact me and inform me I cannot know what you are doing and will record zero credit for the missed work. If you continue in the course, you will still need to complete all of the missing work, it is not "waived," any unfinished or missing work will reduce your course grade. (Also: the final exam will include questions about each topic we discuss, so you will still need to study each part.) If your work is regularly late or you are not participating at all, a deficiency notice may be sent in and I may recommend you drop the course in order not to receive a failing grade on your permanent transcript. 

Note that all work must be in by the day of the final exam and no incompletes with extended deadlines will be possible, beyond the 10 weeks of the course, except in the most extreme circumstances with documented evidence and completed paperwork.  The date of the final exam is published before registration and on all registration announcements and on the syllabus and online, it is your responsibility to be available to take the final on that day/time. The time/work requirements for courses are stated on the Chaminade website and in this course syllabus. Students who do not have time to follow a course should not register for a course.  (If you are working full time and taking many other courses this does not mean you may expect to do less work in this course, it is a full credit university course.)   Incompletes will not be used to lengthen course terms beyond their standard ten weeks.

      Course Ground Rules

Students are responsible for keeping copies of all submitted work; uploading blank or damaged files will not earn credit. 

Your weekly uploaded answers will be checked and returned to you in the ecollege dropbox for you to review in case there were any corrections. This normally will be within 7 days of the deadline. It is the responsibility of the student to download and review these corrections.  Be sure to look at any corrections on these assignments and ask about any you do not understand.  The final exam will be based on the main topics, these weekly questions are also about the main topics, so being able to answer the weekly questions is a good predictor of your ability to answer the final exam questions.  

Student conduct throughout the course is regulated by the code of conduct printed in your Student Handbook and the Chaminade University College Catalog. Basically, the code requires that everyone in the classroom (or on-line) treat each other with respect. Additionally: students must never present another's work as their own (plagiarism) or cheat in any way. Students failing to abide by the code may be reprimanded, expelled from the course, or from the university, as appropriate to the situation and provided for by the policies of Chaminade University. There is also an introduction to conduct in online discussions that applies to all of your postings to the class discussion board on ecollege. This can be found on the course homepage in ecollege, under “Code of Conduct”.

Any paper submitted for the course will be checked through turnitin.com to ensure there is no plagiarism contained in it.  If plagiarism is found, the student will fail the course and the evidence will be turned over to the Chaminade University Academic Dean with a recommendation that the plagiarizer be expelled from the university.

Guidelines for Communications

It always remains the responsibility of the student to maintain contact with the instructor. If you lose access to ecollege you need to contact Chaminade or ecollege and correct the situation as soon as possible.  You should print and save a copy of this syllabus with the contact information and requirements on it, for your reference throughout the ten-week course. Ceasing to communicate, without withdrawing from the course may lead to a deficiency notice and/or a failing grade for the course. To repeat: if you stop participating and do not withdraw, your transcript will have an "F" on it. 

Further guidelines for electronic communication:

      Email:


Email the instructor from within ecollege whenever possible.


If you email the instructor outside ecollege use your Chaminade email account so I know it is you and can discuss academic matters with you.


Always include a subject line and identify which course you are in.

      Discussion Groups:


Review the discussion threads before entering the discussion. 


Always stay within the discussion threads by using the "Reply" button rather starting a new topic.


Do not make insulting or inflammatory statements to other members of the discussion group. Be respectful of other’s ideas. 


Be patient and read the comments of others thoroughly before entering your remarks. 


Respond in a thoughtful and timely manner.

Dropbox submissions:


Simply “copy and paste” your whole set of weekly answers out of whatever text document you typed them in and paste them into the dropbox area for the correct week. 


If you cannot copy and paste your answers into the dropbox you may instead attach your text document containing your anwers.  This makes them harder for the instructor to open, read and return so do not do this if at all possible. (If, for example, you are on a ship and have brief, intermittent internet access, you are welcome to use the attach method.)  If you do this, the attachment must be in Word, or a neutral text format, not Mac.

Do not write questions to me in the dropbox, it is checked weekly, not daily. If you have a question be sure to email me instead.


You can see for yourself that you have uploaded your answers by looking in the dropbox; no need to email me and ask if I received them, you can see them there if you posted them.


Dropbox assignments are checked after the deadline and returned usually within a week after the due date.  Please return to the dropbox and check your returned work for any corrections I have made. Email if you have any questions
