Course Description
The course is designed to provide a foundation for effective writing.  Emphasis will be placed on grammar, and paragraph and essay organization.  The course will offer practice in writing short essays.  After successfully completing this course, the student will be prepared for English 101. 

Course Objectives
At the successful completion of this course, the student should be able 
1) To demonstrate the correct use of grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure in a written text.
2) To demonstrate the ability to edit a text with grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure errors.
3) To demonstrate paragraph and essay development in a written text.
(a) -To demonstrate thesis sentences.
(b) -To demonstrate topic sentences.
(c) -To demonstrate clear supporting examples for thesis sentence and topic sentences.
(d) -To demonstrate logical and clear connections between topic/thesis sentences and supporting examples. 
4) To demonstrate an organized paper.
(a) -To demonstrate an effective introductory paragraph.
(b) -To demonstrate an effective concluding paragraph.
(c) -To demonstrate the use of transitions (internal/within a paragraph and external/ between paragraphs) in a written text. 
5) To demonstrate pre-writing strategies and techniques such as mapping, freewriting, and listing.
6) To identify and apply rhetorical writing techniques (narrative, descriptive, exposition/illustration).
(a) To demonstrate logical structure utilizing the rhetorical techniques.

Required Extras
Students will need to access a computer, word processor, or typewriter (all assignments must be typed). Computer lab has computers and printers available for student use. You will need to bring your texts and writing portfolio with you to each class unless directed otherwise. 
Student Responsibilities
Class Preparation
Students are responsible for reading the assigned material by the beginning of class, and they must be prepared to answer questions posed by the instructor.

Class Attendance
Daily class attendance is required. If a student is absent for illness, family emergency or other reason deemed by instructor as an excused absence, students are responsible for making up work as assigned and additional work for missing class time. Students are required to ask the instructor for missing class work.

Your final grade will be affected for excessive (four or more) unexcused absences. Your grade can be lowered by one level (from an B to a C) for more than three unexcused absences.

Late Work
No late papers will be accepted.

Class Behavior
This is college, not high school. As adults, you are expected to behave in manner that is conducive to learning.

Be respectful to and of your classmates, self and instructor. You and your classmates are here to learn. As such, inappropriate behavior will not be tolerated; students who do not behave appropriately will be asked to leave the classroom.

Before entering the classroom, students are required to turn off all electronic devices, including but not limited to, cell phones, iPods, PDAs, and MP3s. Computers may be used during class time only with permission and will not be allowed during any test. If a student is “surfing,” “texting” or other non-instructional activity during class, the electronic device will be turned off until the end of class period and placed in a neutral area. Any student who does not respect classroom behavior rules will receive no credit for that day’s attendance and a ‘0’ on the next quiz.

Plagiarism
Plagiarism is presenting the work of another as your own.  The guidelines for plagiarism are in the General Catalog (online). They include, but are not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. This does include web sites. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism.  Proper acknowledgement (citation) of the source is always mandatory.
1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.
1. Submitting the work prepared by another as one’s own. (Chaminade General Catalog, online).

Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.

Papers
All papers must be typed, double-spaced, with one-inch margins.  Students must use Times New Roman 12-point font.  Page numbers are to be placed in the header on the right with last name. This syllabus is an example of that kind of placement. Students are to submit a hard copy of their essay assignments.

Papers that are not typed will not be accepted except for in-class writing assignments.
