 Mahalo for this opportunity to share with you that which was passed to me from my 

ancestors, mentors, kumu, and that which I’ve derived from my own introspection.

 Though I am the teacher (“kumu”), we both know in Hawaiian thinking that our 

relationship is by mutual consent. I am “kāu” kumu… nothing more and nothing less. 

Therefore I will not forget that I am here by your desire, to teach you what you agree to 

make the effort to learn from me. I remain humbled an honored at your initial trust.  In 

essence, you have hired me to accomplish my mission; and I’ll endeavor to do my best.  

As a team, we will recollect that; Huli ka lima ilalo e ola, Huli ka lima iluna e make !!  
 

 Timely arrival to class and timely acquisition of our mission objectives is essential to a 

healthy progress and arrival to our academic destination to which we all aspire. 

Therefore… as our kūpuna had passed to us, MAI KALI A PAU KA NIHO !!!  

This will be the essence of our class understanding for attendance & “Hawaiian Time.” 
 

 However, if your behavior, lack of respect, lack of attention, and/or lack of kuleana 

interferes with this journey, then you have not valued that which I offer, and we will 

disengage from this experience, and any subsequent grade will be rendered. You may 

also render your assessment of my proficiencies, methods, and efforts (or lack thereof).  
 

Pedagogical Linkage:
