Course Description: 
This course examines classical and modern works primarily of major English, Continental, and American authors.  Prerequisite: EN 102. 

Student Learning Outcomes:

Students who achieve a grade of “C’ or better for the course will be able to demonstrate 

1. proficiency in writing through an analytical literary research paper,
2. the ability to define and identify various literary terms specific to poetry and drama.

Required Texts:  
· The Merchant of Venice.  Shakespeare.
· Poetry:  A Pocket Anthology
· He Leo Hou:  A New Voice – Hawaiian Playwrights

Required Extras:  Access to computer, word processor, or typewriter (all papers must be typed).

Student Responsibilities:  For this class students will be required to:

1. Attend class on time and as scheduled.  If you enter class after attendance has been taken, you will be marked absent for the day.  Attendance is taken at the beginning of class. Students who are absent more than four (4) times during the course of the semester may receive a grade deduction.  Students who are absent for two (2) consecutive weeks of class may be administratively withdrawn from the class.

2. Complete the readings before class begins.  

3. Turn in papers on time.  Late papers WILL NOT be accepted by the instructor.  A paper is considered late if it is not received by the instructor by 4:20pm on the day that it is due. E-mail papers will not be accepted.  You must turn in the paper to Henry Hall 206.   

4. Bring the appropriate learning tools to class (textbook, notebook for notes, pens etc).

5. Turn off cell phones prior to the start of class.  Talking or texting during class is rude and unacceptable.  If you are caught talking or texting, you will be marked absent for the day.  

6. Pay attention.  Playing games on the computer, talking, texting, distracting classmates, eating are not allowed.  Inappropriate behavior will be addressed and reported to the Dean of Students.  

Students who do not change their behavior when being addressed will be asked to leave the room.  If there is an in class writing assignment due on that day, you will not be allowed to make up the work.

1. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.

1. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.  (Chaminade General Catalog, online).
Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper.

Description of graded requirements:

Mid-Term:  The mid-term will consist of two (2) parts given over the course of two (2) days.  

On the first day, you will be defining five (5) terms related to drama.  This part of the test will come directly from the lectures.  It will be worth 10 points.  You may not use notes for this section.  

On the second day, you will be allowed to take home the exam.  This part of the exam should take no longer than 30-45 minutes.  You will be asked questions about the character, the plot, and the themes of the two plays in He Leo Hou that we have read for this section of the course.  There will be 3 questions for this section of the exam worth a total of 15 points. The questions are short answer questions; the response should be approximately one paragraph (4-6) sentences in length.  


Paper #1:  
This is an analytical paper that will require you to do (1) an extensive analysis of an individual character in the play; (2) an impact assessment of the character on the events in the play; (3) an analysis of the impact that the movie had on your interpretation of the character.



Grading Rubric for paper #1 is based on a 12 point scale.  Paper #1 is worth 25 points.

Poetry Presentations:

There will be two (2) poetry presentations during the course of the semester.  
· The first will require you to do two things (1) read the poem to the class; (2) highlight a section of the poem for further observations. This is worth 10 points.

· The second will require you to (1) define a specific literary term, (2) select a poem to read to the class; (3) highlight the use of the term within the context of the poem. This is worth 15 points.

Final Exam:

	The exam will consist of a list of 8 literary terms.  You will need to do three things:

1. Define the term (one sentence).
2. Identify (by title and author) at least one poem that utilizes the literary method/technique (one sentence).
3. Highlight the use of the term within the context of the poem.
