· Identify the academic contents of the entrance examinations required for admission to medical school and other health professions schools.
· Identify specific activities that complement their academic preparation for medical and other health professions schools.
· Prepare a resume that can support applications for research internships, enrichment programs and employment
· Write a personal statement that can support applications for research internships, enrichment programs and for employment
· Discuss the demands necessary for success in preparing for, entering, and completing medical and other health professions schools
· Discuss rationales and appropriateness of his/her career choice
· Identify methods and opportunities of funding medical and other health professions schools
· Describe his/her personal network with health professionals to gain first hand knowledge of the details of gaining entrance into medical and other health professions schools
· Prepare an informed assessment of his/her career choice and goals.
