This is an introductory forensic photography course.  It is meant to be just that.  The student will learn the basics of both film and digital photography and then progress to forensics based photography.  The material will provide that knowledge necessary to function as a beginning forensic photographer.  The course is taught with a laboratory course that allows the student to actually use the equipment.

Crime Scene Photography, by Edward M. Robinson, Elsevier 2010, 2nd Edition.

5. Testify in court regarding photography.

Grading:

Grades for the lab course will be determined by weekly assignments that are due the following week.  For every class they are late, you will be deducted ten points.  There will be 14 assignments worth 20 points each for a total of 280 points.
Attendance:

Attendance is mandatory and repeated absences will be reported to counseling with possible removal from the course.  You are expected to be in class on time.  Repeated tardiness will result in no credit being given for class.
