Course Description: This course explores the basic concepts in the field of psychology. Beginning with critical thinking, the scientific method, and statistics; then moving onto to genetics and brain functions (as it relates to psychology), perception, sensation, and motivation. Additionally, the course will examine the fundamental principles of personality, therapy and social psychology.
Behavior will be examined from several theoretical frameworks, and critical questions will be asked to bring awareness to the mind/body connection. As a survey course this course will prepare students for upper-division psychology courses.
 Assessment- In order to measure the quality of the learning experience students will demonstrate their knowledge through weekly writing assignments, discussions and a cumulative final exam.
 
1) Class Participation=Discussion and are very important!
Each week there is a carefully monitored discussion, tying in the reading and lecture, and allowing students to engage in mature thoughtful dialogue. There are 10 weeks of class; 10 points are available each week for a total of 100 possible points. You will have two weeks from the start of the each new discussion to add your input and interact with other students. You MUST visit at least once, in each of the two weeks. You must respond to at least two other students. At the end of that two-week period the topic will be closed. I do not accept last minute posting the last day before it closes, but rather encourage active engagement over the two week window the discussion is open. WHY? Because, by the last day of the discussion (which has been open for two weeks) everyone has moved on and you are “talking” to an empty room. IF you chose not to follow this requirement, and you find yourself posting at the last minute do not be surprised if you grade is lower.
3) Lectures:
Each week an interactive lecture is posted. This DOES NOT preclude your reading, which you are responsible for. Many times you will be required to comment on particular parts of the lecture in our discussion and often there will be material to include in your writing assignments from the lecture. 

4)  Assignments:
Every other week there will be a writing assignment or quiz and you will be directed where to place it.  Each assignment is worth 20 points with a total possible grade of 100. Each assignment must have a cover sheet, with name and assignment. Font size #12. Minimum one page. You will have two weeks to complete this work from the beginning of the week it was assigned in.
Compose your essays in Word, and attach the file to be placed in the drop box.

Policy on late assignments: Please respect the deadlines. 
Material over two weeks late will not be accepted.

5) Final Exam:
You will be able to take your exam at your education center, or the main campus or ProctorU. As the final date draws closer you will need to register for a seat. If you are off island, or deployed, you will need to make arrangements with a proctor. You can also opt to take the exam through Proctor U, (an online final.) There is a fee, and you need to have a webcam. This is arranged through the main campus. The final exam is worth 100 points and it will be drawn from the textbook reading, lectures and our discussions. Bring two forms of ID with you. A final review will be emailed to you as the date draws closer.

Scientific Method Definitions

The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.
Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world, and 2) to establish relations among events, develop theories, and this helps professionals to make predictions of future events.








Research Design And Counseling

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.








Research Method In Social Relations

THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory. 

 Scientific research has four general goals: (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and (4) to understand or explain behavior.








Methods In Behavioral Research; Cozby

In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to replicate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports the theory.

CHAMINADE’S Educational Values:
 
1.                Educate for Formation in Faith
Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.
2.                Provide an Excellent Education
In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.
3.                Educate in Family Spirit
Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.
4.                Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace
The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people. 
5.                Educate for Adaptation to Change
In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist university faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.
