Catalog Description:
ED 643 Hawaiian Language and Culture (3) 
This course examines the following topics: major phases of Hawaiian history, diversity of cultures in Hawaii, and cultural/political significance of indigenous languages in the Pacific.  Students will become familiar with indigenous teaching models and strategies and will be able to construct culturally sensitive lessons for a diverse population of students.

Students will examine the cultural and linguistic history of Hawai’i and the effects on Native Hawaiian students in classrooms today.  Students will explore indigenous educational models and identify strategies and tools used in these models to enhance learning for all students.


Conceptual Framework:

The Education Division’s Conceptual Framework is based upon a set of beliefs that flow from the University’s vision and mission statements, the Division’s vision and mission statements, and the core academic beliefs of Chaminade University.  These values and beliefs are based on the Catholic Marianist principles; a commitment to mentor teacher and educational leader candidates to their fullest potential; a commitment to teaching, scholarship and research; and a commitment to serve the university and the larger community. (Place Research)

	Ku’u One Hanau means the sands of my birth.
This is a poetic phrase Hawaiians use to refer to the place they are from.  Hawaiians have developed and continue to maintain a strong sense of place.  Each place name in Hawai’i has a significant meaning and is tied to various mo’olelo (stories) and historical events.
In this activity you will be studying your one hanau, or the place where you are from.  If you are from somewhere other than Hawai’i, you will research the community in which you currently live or the school community in which you teach (in Hawai’i).  If you are not currently teaching/residing in Hawai’i, and are not from Hawai’i, please contact me and we will discuss a significant place appropriate for your research.
This project can be submitted as either a Word document, or as a Power Point presentation.  Guidelines and a rubric will be provided in eCollege.  All 5 parts of the paper must be labeled and thoroughly addressed.  See eCollege for specific details.

The concept of ha’i mo’olelo or teaching through story telling is an integral part of the Hawaiian tradition.  For generations, Hawaiians retold their stories and genealogies without the use of a formal writing system.  The need for “talk story” is innate for our Native Hawaiian children.  In today’s classrooms read aloud activities and cooperative grouping can provide opportunities for students to interact and incorporate the concept of mo’olelo and ka’ao.  

Hawaiian learning is often paired with moral
lessons through storytelling. Use of tales and legends that highlight reward and punishment or cause and effect, can be a good tool for behavior management and teaching valuable concepts. 

You will develop a Read Aloud lesson plan that can be implemented specifically in the Native Hawaiian classroom and generally in classrooms with students of diverse cultural and linguistic backgrounds.  You will determine the grade level and select the literary piece.  You will also incorporate strategies and concepts that relate to Native Hawaiian and/or indigenous educational practices.

Education Division Attendance Policy
(Revised 3/8/10)
As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered. 
Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.
1. Excused Absences. 
1.1. Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused. 
1.2. In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of a course’s meetings (e.g., more than 20% of on-ground course meetings, or a significant portion of online or hybrid courses), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled (e.g., withdrawal or incomplete). 

2. Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules:
2.1. On-ground courses. When unexcused absences total more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should withdraw or be administratively withdrawn.
a. Accelerated Semester Classes (10 classes): More than one absence lowers grade one letter. Missing more than two classes results in failure or withdrawal.
b. Undergraduate Day Courses TTh (30 classes): More than 3 absences lowers grade one letter. Missing more than six classes results in failure or withdrawal.
c. Undergraduate Day Courses MWF (45 classes): More than 4 absences lowers grade one letter. Missing more than nine classes results in failure or withdrawal.
2.2      Hybrid courses (online combined with 3 or more on-ground meetings) One absence from on-ground classes lowers grade one letter. Two or more absences from on-ground meetings results in failure or withdrawal.  For the online portion of the course the instructor will specify and enforce expectations for online participation and receipt of assignments appropriate to the design of the course.
2.3      Online courses and online portion of hybrid courses.  The instructor will specify and enforce expectations for online participation and receipt of assignments appropriate to the design of the course.
3. Additional Notes
3.1 If a student does not logon to an online or hybrid course for the first two weeks, the instructor should notify the Dean and the student will be withdrawn from the course.
3.2 Any student who stops attending an on-ground course or stops participating in an online course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.
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
