Course Information

Course Description: MA 102 Introductory Algebra (3) Introductory algebra. Real numbers and their basic properties, polynomials, factoring, rational expressions, simple radicals expressions, square roots and cube roots, lines and linear equations, inequalities, , systems of linear equations, and applications of equations (word problems). Credits not applicable towards the general education requirement in mathematics for any degree. Offered every semester in the Adult Evening and Online Program. Grades will be based on quizzes, term exams, and one cumulative final. 


Textbooks, Supplementary Materials, Hardware and Software Requirements

Required Textbooks: Beginning Algebra (9th ed). Gustafson, Karr, & Massey, Brooks/Cole: Belmont, CA. (The book has an image of a single green leaf on the cover.
