Catalog Description:
ED 712 Learning Styles, Learning Theory (3) 
Learning Styles & Learning Theory is a course that examines key learning theorists and learning styles for application to teaching and learning. Students are given an opportunity to examine their own learning style and learn how this is formative in their teaching.

Through this assignment, you will demonstrate an understanding of learning styles by creating 3 different lesson plans that focus on the same content. Each of the lesson plans must address a different learning style. The final lesson plan will integrate all three learning styles (an integration of your first two lesson plans along with the final one).
 For this assignment, you will need to use your creativity. Imagine that you are in a classroom full of diverse learners. You are responsible to teach these learners an academic concept (e.g. addition, life cycle of a butterfly, primary colors etc.)
 Think of the concept that you would like to teach. Refer to your State/Common Core standards for some ideas.
 The question you need to ask yourself as a teacher is: “How will I “teach” my lesson while accommodating a variety of learning styles?” 
 You will create three lesson plans that focus on the same concept. However, you will write each lesson to accommodate a different learning style. 
 Remember, each lesson must address different learning styles. The final lesson may be an assessment and include a combination of all three learning styles.

	As teachers, we are often asked to review and assess curricula to determine whether or not it is or can be beneficial to our students. In this paper, you will use the knowledge gained from our texts along with other resources to analyze a specific program and decide whether or not you would choose it for your (hypothetical) school. 
 This paper is a demonstration of your knowledge, critical thinking skills, and applications of the concepts from learning theories and learning styles.
 Choose an educational publisher (Scott-Foresman, Houghton-Mifflin, Scholastic, etc) or an online educational service. You can view their curricular programs by going to their websites or viewing teacher’s manuals in a classroom.
 Choose a grade level and content area (i.e., 4th Grade Science)
 Review at least one unit within the program.
 Create a set of criteria for choosing an appropriate program.
 Determine whether or not this program meets criteria and use evidence to support your conclusion. Your decision should be based on research from our texts as well as three other resources.
 An appropriate program should meet the needs of diverse learners.
 This paper gives you the opportunity to demonstrate your knowledge of the course content areas, critical thinking skills, and ability to apply theoretical knowledge into learning environments.
 The analytic paper should be 3-5 pages in length. Pages that do not count in figuring are title pages and reference pages}
 Graded for content, spelling, punctuation, grammar usage, and formatting (APA)

The research paper has two parts. 
Part 1: 
 A 12-14 page formal research paper that allows you to critically analyze information you have learned in this course. One of the major Program Outcomes of the course is to deepen your scholarship and understanding of theory.  Here, you have 
the opportunity to identify the learning and cognitive 
theories and apply the principles of each to what it might look like in an educational setting.  Your paper will need to include a minimum of 12-14 sources, properly cited and referenced.  Four of these sources may come from reputable websites such as those from universities or large non-profit organizations.  The balance will need to come from peer-reviewed journals and books.  

Part 2:  
A 10-12 slide Power-point presentation/ Prezi presentation that summarizes the findings of your paper. This presentation should be suitable for use with a community or parent audience. 
 This is essentially a brief but efficient summary of each    of the learning theories described in our text,
Theories of Human Learning.
 Briefly, but thoroughly, outline each of the movements in Learning Theory: Behaviorism, Cognitivism, Motivation, and Social Learning
 Graded for content, spelling, punctuation, grammar usage, graphics, and formatting.
Let your creativity shine through as you create a presentation which will efficiently summarize the learning theories described in our text.....in addition to content, you are encouraged to include graphics, color, etc., to reach out to the variety of learning styles of your readers. Be sure to include examples of classroom applications to demonstrate the learning theory.

2) Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.
3) Submitting as one’s own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.

Education Division Attendance Policy
(Revised 3/8/10)
As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered. 
Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.
1. Excused Absences. 
1.1. Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused. 
1.2. In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of a course’s meetings (e.g., more than 20% of on-ground course meetings, or a significant portion of online or hybrid courses), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled (e.g., withdrawal or incomplete). 

2. Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules:
2.1. On-ground courses. When unexcused absences total more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should withdraw or be administratively withdrawn.
a. Accelerated Semester Classes (10 classes): More than one absence lowers grade one letter. Missing more than two classes results in failure or withdrawal.
b. Undergraduate Day Courses TTh (30 classes): More than 3 absences lowers grade one letter. Missing more than six classes results in failure or withdrawal.
c. Undergraduate Day Courses MWF (45 classes): More than 4 absences lowers grade one letter. Missing more than nine classes results in failure or withdrawal.
2.2      Hybrid courses (online combined with 3 or more on-ground meetings) One absence from on-ground classes lowers grade one letter. Two or more absences from on-ground meetings results in failure or withdrawal.  For the online portion of the course the instructor will specify and enforce expectations for online participation and receipt of assignments appropriate to the design of the course.
2.3      Online courses and online portion of hybrid courses.  The instructor will specify and enforce expectations for online participation and receipt of assignments appropriate to the design of the course.
3. Additional Notes
3.1 If a student does not logon to an online or hybrid course for the first two weeks, the instructor should notify the Dean and the student will be withdrawn from the course.
3.2 Any student who stops attending an on-ground course or stops participating in an online course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.
