Catalog Description:
A wide range of racial, cultural, ethnic, linguistic and religious variation exists within and across societies. This course explores multicultural and diversity issues as they affect classroom and school cultures with a focus on developing sensitivity to all types of diversity for community building at local and global levels. Includes a service-learning component.

Guiding Philosophy

Participation and Punctuality -  Submit all assignments on time (by midnight on date due), and participate fully. Points deducted from overall total for problems in punctuality (one point per day for Discussions and Journal) in addition to deductions for excessive absences as described below.  Thoughtful, respectful participation in class discussions is expected.
Education Division Attendance Policy - As stated in the Chaminade University Catalog, students are expected to attend all classes for courses in which they are registered. Students must follow the attendance policy as stipulated in the syllabus of Education Division courses. Penalties for not meeting the attendance requirements may result in lowering of the grade, withdrawal from the course, or failing the course.
 Excused Absences.  Since it is expected that students will participate in all class sessions, excused absences are only granted in exceptional situations where evidence is provided by the student to the instructor. Examples would include illness (with verification by a doctor) or the death of a close family member. Students should notify their instructors when a situation prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. While notification of the instructor by a student that he/she will be absent is courteous, it does not necessarily mean the absence will be excused.
· In cases where excused absences constitute a significant portion of a course’s meetings (e.g., more than 20% of on-ground course meetings, or a significant portion of online or hybrid courses), the instructor should refer the case to the Dean with a recommendation on how the case should be handled (e.g., withdrawal or incomplete).
 Unexcused Absences. Chaminade University policy states that in cases where unexcused absences are equivalent to more than a week of classes the instructor has the option of lowering the grade. In the Education Division we have added detailed guidelines to cover different types of courses and class schedules. For this class, the online portion applies:
· Online courses and online portion of hybrid courses. The instructor will specify and enforce expectations for online participation and receipt of assignments appropriate to the design of the course.  In this course, logging on twice a week for 10 weeks is required.
·  If a student does not logon to an online or hybrid course for the first two weeks, the instructor should notify the Dean and the student will be withdrawn from the course.
·  Any student who stops participating in an online course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.

Academic Honesty     In the cases of alleged academic dishonesty (such as plagiarism, cheating, claiming work not done by the student, or lying) where a faculty member observes or discovers the dishonesty, the faculty members may choose to confront the student and handle the matter between the faculty member and the student, or the faculty member may choose to refer the incident to the Dean or Graduate Program Director.  (If the Dean or the Director is the instructor in question, the concern shall be directed to the Provost; if the Provost is the instructor in question, the concern shall be directed to the President.)  If the faculty member chooses to confront the situation and it is not satisfactorily resolved between the faculty member and the student, the matter may then be referred or appealed to the Dean or Director.
· In either case, the Divisional Dean or Graduate Program Director may choose to 1) resolve the matter through a meeting with both the student and the faculty member, or 2) refer the matter to the Provost.  The findings, in either case are final.
· If alleged academic dishonesty is reported to a faculty member by a third party, then the faculty member will meet with the Divisional Dean or Graduate Program Director; to determine whether the evidence warrants an investigation, and how the investigation will be handled.  It may also be decided that the faculty member will either confront the student or, assuming enough evidence is present to warrant action, turn the matter over to the Divisional Dean or Program Director to either resolve or organize a hearing.
· If the student is found guilty of the charges of academic dishonesty, the student may be subject to academic penalties such as failure of the course, exam, or assignment.  Other penalties from the list of possible disciplinary sanctions may also be deemed appropriate.

Knowledge/Skill/Disposition (KSD)
 The KSD referral system is in place to help undergraduate and graduate students in reaching their goals to become highly-qualified and highly-effective educators and administrators. As our Education Division mission states, we strive “To foster the development of teachers and leaders in education through programs based in the liberal arts tradition, Catholic Marianist values, current research, best practice, and state and professional standards.” Part of this is to ensure that each teacher candidate or educational leader taking our coursework is knowledgeable in the content area, possesses the needed skills to teach that content, and has dispositions that are reflective of an education professional with accompanying Marianist values.
Referral Process: Any member of the Education Team, defined as an employee of the Education Division and including adjunct instructors, can initiate a KSD referral to the Dean at any time and for any student taking an education course. Referrals can also be made to the Dean for our students taking non-education courses.

This syllabus is a guide and every attempt is made to provide an accurate overview of the course. Occasionally, it necessary for the instructor to modify the syllabus during the semester due to the progress of the class, experiences of the students, and unforeseen changes in the schedule. Changes to the syllabus will be made with advance notice whenever possible.


Notes on Assignments:

1. Attendance/Participation:  Weekly threaded discussion- Full points will be awarded to those who complete initial posts and return to read and respond to classmates’ posts (at least two) on time, and who participate in a thoughtful, professional manner.  There will be a loss of one point per day for late submissions.  You are expected to log on at least twice a week, and to respond promptly to individual messages (Email and Journal) from the instructor.


1. PCI - Personal Cultural Identity Paper and Presentation:  Full points will be awarded to papers that include all factors identified in the assignment, and include transcript “snippets” from the elder interview to enhance the reader’s understanding of the cultural background being described. The paper should be approximately 5 pages including the interview.  As educators we bring our culture, ethnicity and identity into the classroom. This assignment is designed to support you in becoming more aware of the impact of your own family history and values on the expectations you have for yourself as a teacher and for the children you teach. An important part of this assignment is an interview with one of your elders on topics such as these:
  *How the knowledge gained from the interview reflects on your own cultural values.
  *How this knowledge is important in teaching students from different and similar backgrounds, ethnic groups, and genders.
Create an electronic visual representation of your personal cultural identity in any format you choose – video, PowerPoint, poem with images, etc. Post in Doc Sharing Week 5, along with a message to classmates about your presentation. View and respond to as many as possible, with points given for discussion responses to 5 of these.
1. IE - Individual Exploration:  Select from the list below, or propose a topic of your own.  Discuss your choice and progress in Journals, beginning Week Two (read journal response by clicking on points in Gradebook.)  Make connections with any aspect of this course. Share with the class as determined through this dialogue with the instructor.  Full points will be awarded if submitted on time, and completed as agreed upon with the instructor. Due Week 8.
Possible topics:
· Service-Learning – after registering with Chaminade’s Service-Learning office, complete at least 10 hours in a setting that allows you to make connections to concepts from this course
· Book review- read and review (minimum 3 pages) a scholarly book relevant to this course, such as Bridging Multiple Worlds by Taylor and Whittaker
· Write a case study like those in Bridging Multiple Worlds, using features given in chapter 4: authenticity, concrete detail, narrative form, and open-endedness (Taylor & Whittaker, 2009)
· Multicultural children’s literature – using guidelines from ALA or Children’s Book Council, select and evaluate books; number of books and format for reporting determined after discussion with instructor.
· Teach and evaluate one of the lessons in chapter 11 of our textbook.
· Locate, review and share at least 4 exemplary electronic resources relevant to this course
· Your own suggestion or combination of any of the above
1. FA- Final Assignment:  By week 3, decide on either the research paper or service-learning.
 To document candidates’ progress toward the mastery of the requisite knowledge, skills and dispositions for teacher licensure, all required courses have a signature (final) assignment. Final  assignments are assessed via a rubric linked to the relevant program learning outcome(s). All signature assignments must be submitted on LiveText, where candidates may view their assessment results and any comments from the instructor.
 
The final assignment for this course is a research paper on a cultural group different from your own and likely to be found in schools with which you work.  The other option is to complete 10 hours of service throughout the term then write a reflection paper and create a PowerPoint.   Due in Dropbox by Week 9 and in LiveText Week 10, with an accompanying PowerPoint presentation due in Doc Sharing, Week 9, and with your paper Week 10 in LiveText.   The research paper is to be written in formal academic style.  Full points will be awarded to papers that are turned in on time, typed, use correct APA format, use correct grammar, syntax and spelling,  and include the following:
1. The history and percentage of the group in the state as well as in public school settings.
1. Barriers to learning in the traditional American mainstream school setting.
1. Traditional learning styles of the group
1. Teaching styles and pedagogy that show promise in working with the group, as well as some practices that do not appear useful, especially with reference to assessment practices.
1. Personal experiences with the group

Paper must be written in APA style for the title page, body and references section, 12 point font, double spacing throughout; correct use of citations in the body of the paper, and correct form for the references section, with at least 5 references; minimum of 8 pages.

 If the Service-Learning option is selected instead, the paper is a reflection on links with course content (minimum of 3 pages). Register at www.chaminade.edu/service_learning/ .
For full points the accompanying PowerPoint presentation must include a minimum of 8 slides and present key points succinctly and clearly in a manner teachers and others in your community can understand and enjoy. Post in Doc Sharing for classmates to view by the end of Week 9, and in LiveText with your research paper or S-L reflection paper by the end of Week 10
