	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	1. Reading and Participation in class discussion 
(100 points- 10 points for each week)
· Grading will be based upon attendance, logging in to eCollege and the quality of your responses to the discussion questions and topics.  
· You should log into eCollege at least 3x a week to post, answer questions or read announcements posted by the instructor.
2. Quizzes (100 points- 10 points for each week)
· There will be 10 quizzes during the semester.  Each quiz will consist of ten questions and will be based upon the reading.  Quizzes must be completed by the day assigned. 
3.  Article Critiques (100 points-50 points each)
· Critique one quantitative and one qualitative study.  Grading will be based upon writing a 3-5 page paper critically evaluating and demonstrating an understanding of the research methods and strategies and proper use of APA. 
4.  Proposed Action Research Topic (25 points)
- Submit a one to two paragraph proposed action research topic.  Your proposal should include your proposed research area and rationale for choosing this area. Your topic should relate to a situation in your classroom, program, course of study, or personal interest.
5.   IRB training (25 points)
-complete the National Institute of Health online IRB training and submit the certificate via email to john.thompson@chaminade.edu  

6. Draft Proposal of Final Assignment ( 25 points)
· The initial draft of your proposal idea will be presented to your peers for review and feedback.  The proposal should follow the form of your final assignment but may not be complete.
7. Final Assignment	 (100 points)
· This is a shorter version of your EDUC 794 Culminating Experience study, or the action research study that will be required in EDUC 791 and EDUC 793. In total, your paper should not exceed 15 pages.  More will follow as we get closer to the due date.

	Final  Assignment
	Writing the results of an action research study conducted by the student on a topic of his or her choice in the field of education.  The final article should include the following:
A) Title page
B) Table of Contents
C) Introduction
D) Statement of the Problem
E) Background and Need
F) The Research Questions
G) Literature
H) Methodology (including limitations of the study)
I) Results
J) Discussion/Implications
K) References
This final paper should not exceed 15 double-spaced pages including the title and reference pages, and should include tables and figures where appropriate. 
Note: This syllabus is a work in progress, from time to time assignments may need to be adjusted/changed/discarded based upon the learning of the students enrolled in this class.  eCollege will always be more up to date than the syllabus.

	Other Assignments
	· Discussion assignments will not be accepted after the last day of the week in which they are due. Points will be deducted for late assignments. After seven days, a zero will be recorded in the gradebook.
· Written assignments handed in to the dropbox  late, will only be accepted with a late penalty.  There will be a 10% reduction in grade for each day late.  After 3 days, the assignment will not be accepted.
· Late points may be waived if there are extenuating circumstances (e.g. medical emergencies).  It would be helpful if you contacted me BEFORE the assignment’s due date.

	UNIVERSITY POLICIES:
	Attendance:
This is a three-semester hour class, which would usually meet one night a week for approximately 4 hours (10-week accelerated semester). In addition, outside assignments may be expected to require two hours for every hour of class time. Online classes will have time for online discussion as well as other assignments equivalent to the time required for an on campus class. However, it must be recognized that online classes may take more time than traditional classes, depending on the speed of the technology used, the expertise of the user, and other factors. You can therefore expect to spend 8-12 hours per week on this class.

Students are expected to attend regularly all courses for which they are registered. Attendance in online weeks means logging in and responding as directed by the specified deadline, at least three times a week. Students should notify their instructors when illness prevents them from attending class, and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. Notification may be done by calling the instructor’s campus extension, or by sending an email to the instructor. It is the instructor’s prerogative to modify deadlines of course requirements accordingly. Any student who stops attending a course without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade. 

The Education Division has adopted the following attendance policy:
1)    Absences totaling more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should drop the class.
Graduate (10 classes): More than one absence lowers grade one letter.
2)      Tardy: 10% of class time is equivalent to ½ class absence
Graduate (4 hour class): 30 min. = ½ class absence

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 
3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
