Course Description: A philosopher is one who pursues wisdom. Philosophers work, through hard and careful thinking, to make sense of it all. They endeavor to discover who we are, how we fit into the universe, and, so too, how we ought to live. This course aims to strike a balance between the study and the doing of philosophy. Students will study the ideas of many great philosophers and learn more about the discipline of philosophy. They also will engage in philosophical thinking themselves and, in doing so, strengthen their own philosophical abilities and tendencies.
Course Objectives: (1) To introduce students to the discipline of philosophy. (2) To empower students to think, read, and write more critically and carefully. (3) To create a respectful community of inquiry where students can share their views.

Structure: The course is broken into 10 units. You will have 3 classes (about a week and a half) to complete each of the 10 units. You will find a Course Schedule with a starting and ending date for each Unit under Course Home

Assignments: 
· Discussion: Each of the course's 10 units includes a discussion. You are required to post two responses in each of these discussions. 
· Quizes: There will be a quiz at the end of each of the course's 10 units. 
· Final Exam: There will be a final exam at the end of the course. 



Points will be awarded as follows:
Discussion Postings: 50 points (each of the ten discussions is worth 5 points)
Quizes: 100 points (each of the ten quizes is worth 10 points)
Final Exam: 100 points


Course Grade: You will be able to earn a maximum of 250 points in this course. The number of points that you earn will determine your final grade for the course.
If you earn 225-250 points (90% and above) you will get a grade of “A” for the course. 
If you earn 200-224 points (80% to 89%) you will get a grade of “B” for the course. 
If you earn 175-199 points (70% to 79%) you will get a grade of “C” for the course. 
If you earn 150-174 points (60% to 69%) you will get a grade of “D” for the course. 
If you earn 149 points or below (59% and below) you will get a grade of “F” for the course.
