ART 111: BEGINNING DRAIDING

PURPOSE: In this class, thestudent learnsthe fundamentals of drawing in a
studio performance situation (6 hours a week). As each individual isdifferent, a
hard-and-fast schedule of different drawing situations is not possible. Exercises
may, but not belimited to, the following:

THE LADDER DRAWINGS-"EVERYONE INTO THE DEEP END OF THE POOL"

A complex still life of ladder s and straight edges will be set up to first get you
acquainted with your materials, and secondly to present an "all-at-once"

orchestration. You will be presented with the totality of the visual field with its
elements (line, shape, space, texture, color, value) and principles (unity, variety,

focal point, transition, repetition) instead of studying each of the parts
separately. Color with pastels will bethelatter part of this project.

PERSPECTIVE DRAWING - "TAKING A GIANT LEAP INTO THE 15TH CENTURY"

As opposed to the complete freedom of the ladder drawings, thisproject ismore
precisely demanding and mechanical. Freehand and mechanical one- and two-
point perspective systems of geometrical objects androom interiors will be
rendered. A ruler will berequired for some of these exer cises.

LINE AND SHADING EXERCISES: "BACK TO DRAWING BASICS!

The suggestive power of line, thick, thin, overlapping, will be practiced. Shading
techniques suggesting volume will be done.

LIFE DRAWING

The human body is one of the most challenging and rewarding subjects to draw.

After an ﬂG(lllﬂipIﬂllUﬁ will proportion and detail, we will then P03 clothed for
each other before drawing the nude model.

THE HUMAN HEAD
Again, wefirst draw after the instructor toacquaint ourselves with structure

and detail, then pose for each other. Asafinal project, we will attempt more
expression and self-portraiture.

STILL LIFE - A TRADITIONAL BOWL OF FRUIT

Thiswill be an exacting study of precise drawing and shading without the use of

line per se.
