This laboratory course will serve to compliment the lectures materials and provide hands-on experience with different aspects of forensic entomology. Students will use identification aids to  become familiar with the species involved in decomposition and make identifications of individual taxa to appropriate levels for analyses.  A decomposition study will be conducted during the course and this will provide the basis for laboratory exercises in collection and preservation of arthropod materials, evidence collection and documentation, identification of immature arthropod specimens, and calculations of postmortem intervals.  A final report of the results and analyses of this decomposition study will be required from each student.  Concurrent Registration in FS 335/635 is required.

Course Learning Outcomes:  At the end of this course the student will be able to demonstrate:

1.   the ability to identify different arthropod taxa of significance in the 


decomposition process.

2.   an understanding of the life cycles of the various species involved in 

decomposition.

3.   they are able to properly collect, preserve and document arthropod

specimens.

4.   they are able to prepare case reports.
