OBJECTIVES:
Upon completion of the course you will be able to:

1. Research a forensic scientific topic for presentation

2. Prepare an abstract of your presentation

3. Prepare a professional curriculum vitae

4. Recognize the appropriate and efficient use of visual aids and PowerPoint presentations

5. Prepare and deliver a concise and professional presentation

ATTENDANCE:
