REQUIREMENTS
Description:  Christian prayer emerges from the human response to the Trinitarian understanding of God that develops out of the experiences of early and continuing followers of Jesus Christ. Students will study both its communal and individual aspects recognizing the correlation between them in terms of life in the Christian community and the world. Students will engage in the study of several aspects of prayer, its foundation in Jesus’ life and ministry, its development as communal celebration and its continuing source for personal relationship with God.  Students will be encouraged to develop their personal prayer life through participation in prayer activities throughout the term.  Offered annually.

Prerequisites:  RE 103, RE 205, or RE 211. Having fulfilled these prerequisites, students will have the stepping stones to go further into this specialized course of study.  This course satisfies the 300-level Religious Studies General Education Core requirement.

Class Format:  This class will be an interactive, cooperative learning experience for the students and the instructor.  The format integrates lectures, small group discussions, student presentations, creative work, and exposure to different prayer forms.  Students are encouraged and expected to actively participate in class activities.  They are required to come to class with intensive reading to contribute to extensive discussion of the basic textbooks and relevant videos.

ORGANIZATIONAL THEMES:  Marianist Educational Philosophy and Diversity

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STUDENT  REQUIREMENTS



Students With Disabilities:  It is the student’s responsibility to self-identify with the Director of Personal Counseling in order to receive accommodations.  Only those students with appropriate documentation will receive services.  

Regular Participation:   Students are expected to attend all scheduled classes. 
Attendance guidelines:
· Roll will be taken every class session; if you are not present during the taking of attendance, you will be counted absent. 
· If you are absent 3 (three) or more classes your grade will be lowered by one letter grade; if you are absent 5 (five) or more classes you will fail the course. 
· No absences will be excused except in the cases of (i) an emergent medical situation or severe illness; or (ii) a death in the student’s immediate family.
· All requests for special accommodations, e.g., medical, athletic, or learning-related, must be accompanied by the appropriate paperwork to be considered.
· Participation involves:
-completion of the primary and secondary readings prior to class;
-both answering questions and making relevant comments in the context of our in-class discussion.
-cell phones and other electronic devices must be turned off and kept out of sight.  If you need it for any emergency, permission must be obtained from the instructor.  According to the handbook, the instructor may require a student to leave the classroom if the conduct is such that it can be deemed as disruptive to the rest of the class.  This includes but is not limited to excessive personal conversations, use of cellular and other electronic devices, and disrespectful language or behavior. 

Reading Assignments and “For Reflection” Writings:  It is expected that the assigned readings be completed during the time period indicated on the course schedule.  For each assignment found on the Syllabus under “For Reflection,” (McBride book) write/type:
1. your response to one (1) of the points through sharing a personal story, experience, or way of application or resound of that point with your life.  (about ½ page); and
2. a question that you would like answered in the following classes, or a shared comment on your readings from Hays’ book.
Journal:   From the readings each week, jot a few lines down of any thoughts that may have inspired or compelled you from such.  Add your own commentary in a few sentences/ paragraph.  You may also add pictures, doodles, etc.  Pray over them.  Journals will be reviewed on the 6th and 14th week.
Reflection Papers:  There are three (3) reflection papers required in the course. Reflection papers are intended to provide an opportunity for you to demonstrate competence in the learning outcomes listed above, through reflection upon the meaning and implications of the material covered in the course.  Papers are to be no less than three, but no more than five pages in length, double-spaced with one-inch margins and 12-point type. 

1. Paper #1:  Prayer Collage.  Based on your readings and reflections thus far, this is a creative assignment, which you may, draw out and take a picture of/scan to turn in, or use another way to express:  “How can I/do I see and experience God as a creative movement unfolding within and around me?”   One page collage due with 1 ½ page explanation due on the 4th week.
2. Paper #2:  Retreat Experience.  After completing the Online Retreat (Week 11), write up a summary of the experience noting any movements in your prayer (as recorded in your journal).
3. Paper #3:  External Prayer Activity: Before the 13th week of the term, you are to attend a service outside of your own experience.  Read the newspapers or search the internet for events that may be happening in your area.  For example, Taize prayer, Orthodox liturgies, prayer breakfasts, church service, etc.  Requirements also include a critical paper describing the activity, evaluating its overall structure and elements, reflecting on its impact on those present including yourself, and its role in communal and individual prayer. (Due the 13th week)

Midterm Project:  Choose one of the following to create a 4-6 page prayer service on.  This will be used to guide the class in a prayer experience.  You may use pictures and graphics in the presentation and make it “ready for distribution” in for example, a gathering of the faithful.  Each will require research, bibliography and citations (see above under Reflection Papers).
· Prepare an Eucharistic liturgical celebration for one of the sacraments. You will need to include music selected based on the readings and adhere to the guidelines. This will require that you research the sacramental rite you select. You must explain the rite, its purpose for the Church and individual, the selection of music and its correlation to the sacrament and readings. In some instances, the readings are proscribed. 
· Prepare a Reconciliation liturgy. You will need to research on reconciliation, its history and varying forms of liturgical celebration. You must explain the selection of readings, the music and symbols used in the liturgy.
· Design a morning-prayer service based on the Liturgy of the Hours but adapting it for a specific audience, such as a campus gathering prayer community. Explain the overall structure, any modifications made to the original form of the Liturgy of the Hours, and your reasons for making adaptations for this gathered community.
· Design a prayer service for a retreat. You should indicate the theme of the retreat and include readings suitable to the theme. If you include music, you should explain the reasons for your selections. Your prayer service should also be interactive.

Like It = Share a point of interest/commonality/learning, etc. from the group sharing.  
Examination:  There is one examination administered during the course, the Final Examination. This required in-person attendance, at the conclusion of the course, is held on the Chaminade University of Honolulu campus according to the date/time listed in the Course schedule. No make-up examinations will be allowed for the Final Examination. 
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Excellence in this course requires not only academic mastery of the course content and meeting the qualitative and quantitative criteria, but also personal reflection upon the academic issues raised in the course.

Grading will be based on class attendance, class work and discussion, homework, participation, effort, term projects and exams.  Assignments and papers, must be typed, double-spaced, 12-point font only with 1 inch margins with required and appropriate citations using a consistent style.
It is the students' responsibility to provide the instructor with verifiable documentation for any extraordinary circumstances that prevent the submission of assignments on time, and to present a plan to complete missed deadlines and/or assignments missed to the instructor for approval.     
Extra-Credit Service Learning Paper:  Due Week 14. Up to 45 points can be earned (3 points/1 hour) of community service rendered (regular volunteer service not applicable).  Submit a 3-5 page paper detailing the description of community service performed (include place, date, number of hours, sponsoring organization, activity performed) along with your personal reflection over the experience (what you learned from it, etc. in relation to this class).  

Students who have more than two weeks of non-participation, fail to submit assignments or comply with other requirements, are advised to withdraw from the course in order to avoid a final course grade of "F." Grades of "Incomplete" will only be given in cases of documented extraordinary circumstances.
