	The course is designed to present an introduction to adolescent literature.  Content includes an overview of the history of young adult literature and will focus on contemporary works and authors of books for adolescents. ED 421 is designed to help the classroom teacher understand young adults and their reading choices, become familiar with a wide range of young adult books in all genres, examine criteria for evaluating adolescent literature and develop ideas to promote and use young adult books both in the classroom and to motivate student leisure reading.

	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	Attendance and participation: Every absence or partial absence will mean that vital course content will be missed and the ability to participate in-class activities will be diminished.  All students are highly encouraged to participate in these discussions.  

Attendance is mandatory. Therefore, there is no exception for absences.  Absences are submitted to the Registrar’s Office at the end of the course.  

Weekly class assignments:  Students are expected to complete all readings and assignments before the class.  All weekly assignments and discussions are due by Sunday, midnight, Hawaii time.  

Responses:  Students are expected to read their classmates’ assignments and respond to a minimum of two per week.  All responses are due by Tuesday, midnight, Hawaii time.  

Reading autobiography: Write your reading autobiography in 2-3 typed pages. Spend the 1st 2 weeks of this course thinking back to your childhood experiences.  Think about your experiences with reading both at home and at school, from your very earliest memories.  This can give you insights into the way you view reading and young adult literature and will serve as a springboard into the course.  

-Share your experiences with reading when you were young and then as a young adult at home and at school.  

-If any, share your favorite genre, authors, storytellers when you were a child or young adult.

-Is reading important? for everyone? for what reasons?
-Why do so few people read? What factors in education have contributed to unengaged reading?
Library assignment: Public libraries provide free, year round programs that encourage reading and life-long learning for all ages.  Programs include preschool storytimes, storytelling events, author talks, informational seminars, and much more. Go to the ONLINE Hawaii State Public Library System and select a program or event to attend. Write a brief summary of what you observed, the purpose and outcomes of the program, and how it promotes literacy for children or young adults.   
Book File (“Signature Assignment”): Find 40 books you really like and want to remember. All should be good quality literature written for young adults. Write a record for each book: title, author’s name, genre, age level, brief summary, relevance or significance, how it aligns with HCPS or CCSS, and how it will be useful for you or others. Use the internet to locate links for extension activities, audiobook features, and books on DVD that relate to these books. 
This will be done electronically by (1) submitting to the instructor and (2) sharing with your classmates online.  You will want to print an extra copy of yours and your classmates and place it into a binder (or portfolio) for your personal use.  

Select books from all 7 categories/genres and for young adults with five of the total being for more mature readers.  Select books that will be useful to you, now and in the future.

  Select from the following list of possible projects:

1. Service-Learning- Spend 10 or more hours at a middle or high school or another after-school program helping a young adults read good quality trade books. Incorporate ideas from this class to bring to life what you are learning about young adults and books. Share your findings with the class in whatever format you choose.  Include your answers to such questions as:  How does a young adult select books?  How can deeper comprehension be fostered?  What have YOU learned about matching young adults and books? What surprised or intrigued you about the young adult’s reading? How did this experience help you grow as a teacher who uses literature? 
2. RAP, Read Aloud America- See current schedule for this excellent opportunity to participate in an evening read aloud program for entire families at selected schools (www.readaloudamerica.org ). 

3. Book Talks- Select two YA novels, plan and present a book talk.  In a book talk you tell enough about the book to make the class want to read it (search the internet using “book talks” for many ideas, then develop your own).  Include your own creative ideas for classroom use. Remember, sell us the book so we’ll want to read it; don’t tell the whole story! 

4. Storytelling - Learn more about this aspect of young adult literature as you plan and present a storytelling experience for the class.  Presentations should include what you have learned about the use of storytelling in the classroom. If possible, attend a storytelling session in your local area.  Contact your public library for upcoming events near you.  
5. Write a book - Create an original book for children, using criteria from our textbook to evaluate its quality. Present the book to the class. Consider using digital photography and other forms of technology in creating and presenting your book (paper or PowerPoint).
6. Annotated bibliography - Select a theme (for example, some aspect of Hawaiian culture; environmental concerns; children with disabilities; coping with a real-life problem such as bullying; teachers as characters in children’s books; children’s books for character education). Briefly summarize 10 or more books (in addition to the 40 in your book file) you recommend for this theme in a handout you create. Attach photos of the covers of books to share.

7. Book Award Study: Describe the major awards given for young adult books listed in the textbook.  Develop a power point presentation which includes the award’s history, selection criteria, past winners and your own opinions and predictions for the next winner of the selected award.  Include picture samples of winners to show how the books met the award criteria.

8. Interviews:   Talk with people of various ages and backgrounds about books they loved as young adults.  Present your findings in a format you design. If possible, include local authors in your investigation. 

9. Translation:  Select a book you consider worth translating from or to English. Make sure this has not already been done. For example, a Japanese book could be translated to English; a book in English could be translated to Hawaiian or any language of the Pacific. 

10. Project of your choice, with prior approval of instructor. 

NOTE: Your project should be something you are proud of and want to keep for your professional teaching portfolio.  Do your best and enjoy this opportunity to choose one particular aspect of children’s literature for deeper study.  A written reflection on your project is required.

3. If reading is so rewarding and beneficial, why don’t more children spend time reading?  Compare and contrast engaged and unengaged reading.  

4. A “wordless” picture book may seem as though it may be withholding language experience.  What are some arguments/evidence to disprove this statement? Identify 2 different ways you could use wordless picture books as a vehicle for language experience in your lessons?

5. Describe how multicultural and international books could be added or improved in a school in which you are familiar with.  What benefits and challenges may exist from promoting multicultural and international books and how might you address it?
