Course Description: 
This course surveys the major environmental challenges facing the planet-at-large and those issues that are particularly poignant to island peoples today.  Students will learn, discuss and debate the major proximal cause(s) and potential short-term and long-term consequences of each issue as far as they are currently known.  Issues covered will include: population growth, consumerism, climate change, food security, fresh water consumption & pollution, air pollution, waste management, species extinction, habitat depletion, overharvesting of ocean resources, urban sprawl/development and more.

General Purpose of the Course: 
This is an interdisciplinary course with the general goal of having us come to understand and be able to: explain, dialogue, intelligently argue-about, problem-solve and see the connections between, the major environmental issues facing the people and ecosystems of planet Earth today.   This course does not exist solely in the classroom; it is a course aimed at helping us know, act and better live in our current world.  You may take what you learn through this course with you when you graduate.  You may share it with your friends and family or take it with you into your workplace to effect change there.  You might spread the facts and actions you’ve learned around to those who are interested and lacking in the experience we will have in this course.  Who really knows what you might do with what you learn and do in this course but I bet it will change your life and the lives of others through you!

Environmental Studies Learning Outcomes this course helps to meet:
Since this course is required for students seeking a certificate, minor or major in Environmental Studies it has been designed to partly teach some of the Environmental Studies Program Learning Outcomes.  Specifically, this course helps the Program to meet these five of its seven Program Learning Outcomes:

A student graduating with a bachelor of science in Environmental Studies will be able to… 
1. Demonstrate an understanding of the central importance of spirituality, ethics and worldview in the “environmental movement”
2. Demonstrate problem-solving skills from diverse disciplines for diverse populations

4. Demonstrate and understanding of the roles and importance of laws, politics and economics in environmental issues
5. Demonstrate an understanding of the major environmental issues and their potential solutions

1. The major global and Pacific Island environmental issues
2. The causal sequence of events that is believed to have resulted in/created each of the global issues discussed in class
3. The general mechanism(s) by which each of the issues discussed is detrimental to people and/or ecosystems
4. One or more potential solutions to each environmental issue and the pros and cons of each from a variety of stakeholder perspectives
5. The role of diverse environmental ethics in contributing to the creation of and solutions to global environmental issues 
6. How to effectively argue for particular solutions to environmental issues 
7. The connections between environmental issues and real-life situations
8. Their hands-on role in issues of public concern
9. How service-learning increases student interest in being civically engaged

Midterm & Final Exam: Covers the readings and class discussions.  Multiple choice.  Date and time of each noted in the Schedule portion of this syllabus.  Your highlighted readings, Power Point presentations and discussion notes will be your best study aids for the exams.

“Causes, Consequences and Solutions” Portfolios:  For two of the global issues that we cover in class, you will be required to turn in a written explanation of the: (1) Causes, (2) Consequences and (3) potential Solutions for that issue.  You may NOT write about one of the topics you gave an expose on.  Late papers will not be accepted.  Plagiarism within your portfolios will result in you receiving an F for the course.  Details describing the portfolios and grading criteria will be shared with you in the form of a grading rubric handout prior to the due date of the first paper.

Global Environmental Issue Exposés:  In the early days of this course I led all the discussions for each of the global environmental issues that we cover, but then I learned that it is much more interesting and a better teaching tool if you, too, lead the class .  You are juniors and seniors now and up to the task!  I’ll explain the grading parameters for this assignment in class.  You will choose your issue(s) early in the course.  You will choose the article(s) the class will read.  They may come from the books you buy for class, or they may come from your own sources.  You must have at least ten pages of (text) reading for your expose.  If you use an outside source(s) the article(s) must be approved by me first.  In either case, you must get the article(s) to the class or let the class know which one(s) it is in their books one week before the date you lead class or you can earn no higher than a C for your expose.  

Attendance: Excused absences include being ill with a doctor’s note, missing for a work-related emergency, family-related emergency and/or missing for an athletic event/retreat/research paper presentation at a symposium.  You’ll need to provide some kind of documentation or a phone number of someone responsible that I may call in order to verify the urgency of the reason for your absence.  Otherwise you are all allowed THREE, and only three, unexcused absences.  After the third absence you will lose 50 points from your overall grade for each unexcused absence….

Service Learning:  This year I am cooking up a very fun and potentially change-causing service project with the Waikiki Swim Club.  We may be forming a new citizens’ action group: Friends of Kaimana Beach, BUT I want the details of what we are doing, why and how to be determined by YOU.  So, we will be talking about this service option and the environmental problems it aim to address and ameliorate early in the class.  IF we do go ahead with this activity it will replace ONE of the assignments for the class.  That will be determined by us in class as well. 

Extra Credit Options: Periodically throughout the course there will be talks and presentations you may attend that pertain to the course material. I will let you know when these opportunities arise OR you may discover them and bring them to the class’s attention.  You can earn +2 extra credit points towards a lecture exam for each talk you attend with content related to the course content.  If you do any service activities that relate to the environment AND that require you work for 4-5 hours you can receive +3 extra credit points per outing towards a lecture exam.  In order for all talks and service activities to count for extra credit you MUST have them approved by me PRIOR TO the event and you MUST document your presence with a photograph of yourself participating AND give me the name and phone number of the person in charge or speaker/presenter.  If there are any handouts from the event bring them as evidence of your attendance as well.  You may earn up to 30 extra credit points from service activities and 10 from attending talks/presentations. 

Assessment: You will be given an assessment survey for this course on the first day of class.   The assessment will be administered again on the last day of the course.  The results will be analyzed so that I may learn what you think you learned and in so doing learn whether the course is helping to meet the Environmental Studies Program learning outcomes.  The assessment has no effect on your course grade. 

Course Atmosphere: This course is meant to be a seminar experience; it is not a lecture course.  This means we will be discussing issues, the readings, our ideas and opinions, making presentations, videos, debating each other and educating each other almost every day.  So if you are shy you’ll have to try and shed that skin and be bold!  Fake it if you have to – remember that everyone’s thoughts are valuable and if you don’t share yours the rest of us will be denied that “gold.” 
     In order to speak in class you do not have to raise your hand, but do please wait for people to finish what they are saying before you start to speak.  We learn from each other’s often differing opinions…the point of this class is not to all agree on topics related to each of the issues.  Be an “open vessel,” listen to what others say and think about their points and points of view.  You will learn more from each other that from your professors as you go through college!!!
