ART 355, Intermediate 3D Design, ID Track

This course offers an experience more focused in training students’ ability to conceive three dimensionally in their mind. It also requires stronger connection to Interior Design when developing and interpreting the value of the projects. To comply with the ID Accreditation’s emphasis, all projects must be preceded and developed with well-executed conceptual drawings which will become a part of the grading criteria.

Learning Outcome; 

Students will create 3D objects by studying 2D images. (PLO 1, 2)


Students will create 3D Fine Arts objects relating the ID context. (PLO 2, 4)


Students will appreciate Fine Arts as a way of personal communication. (PLO 4)

Objectives:


To develop skills to construct 3 dimensional images in their mind.                                             
To learn to handle real life material in the fabrication of the art work.


To design art works relating to the practical and the conceptual environment.


To cultivate creative thinking by developing the individual solutions to each problem.


To connect values of life, cultural diversity and faith values with fine arts concepts. 


To lean to understand self and others through critique and discussion.

Research requirement: 


Individual research is vital to the quality learning in this course. Explore many


avenues of research including the pre-production design planning. 

Writing Requirement:

Professional Report --- (see the last paragraph of this syllabus)

Leaning reflection and any changes in your consciousness. (Use “Reflection Guide”)

   Explain your work at each critique class. Plus/minus of points may be applied.

Project Requirement:


4projects (7 works) must be completed by each project’s deadline.


The following 3 design values should be satisfied.

A. Traditional values:  Technical excellence, historical or cultural connections, elegance

of design, challenge to the degree of difficulty, etc. (ID track focus)

B. Personal values:  Creative originality, unique thinking, personal meaning, etc.

C. Humanity and global concerns expressed to promote healthy values.

Project #1  a:
3D visualization and delineation out of sets of Photos. 


  b:
3D perspective drawing of imaginary sculpture, based on the images from “a”, and creating a sculpture from the drawing. It must adhere to the ID related requirements stated in the extra page.

Project #2
Two Fiber sculptures of different concept, design and material. Must be presented 

with the statements including the idea and drawing in the ID environment, and conceptual alternatives & possibilities for material or environment changes.

Project #3
Two metal sculptures, same requirements as Fiber. Due by:  
(12th week)

Project #4
Open medium (but no clay), same requirements on statement and ID focus. 



It must have a kinetic design in its esthetics. One work due by:











(Final week of semester)

Tools and material:


Tools are same as AR255.


Material will be discussed before each project.

Class conduct policy: (Respect for the others is absolute Rule)

No CD or radio in class including personal music listening device.  


No drop-in friends or visitors in class unless pre-arranged officially.


No class tool should be taken home for personal use.


Turn off cell phone before coming into lab.

Grading policy and standard:

Attendance is the most critical responsibility. The final grade is achieved by the total accumulation of points through attendance, projects, essays, and some possible 


plus or minus of points according to the student’s participation, behavior, extra work


and service learning credit. See Grading System for detail.
Professional Report requirement:

All ID Track projects must have particular ID function for designated/intended space. All projects must be accompanied with a professional description of the concept, material & process as a report including a conceptual description of changes in the work if the intended space is changed to something completely different, OR if the material or the design of the work is changed drastically, what would be a new environment for the piece.

The Report must be accompanied by drawing(s) and photo documentation.

And as you read in the syllabus, the first project is focused on figuring out the 3D images out of the several straight shots of 3 unknown objects, and the conceptualization of basic design of the art work that will be created in real material.  

Points System Grading for 3D AR355 ID Track

*     Grade is not given but earned by your performance.

A.   (93-100)   Outstanding achievement with an unusual strength of creativity and originality in concept and design, and performed with a supreme control of technique. Highest level of understanding on all the subjects of the course. Perfect or near perfect 


attendance and participation throughout the semester.
 

B.   (85-92)     Superior work with a high degree of creativity, originality and technicality. Very good understanding on the subjects of the course. All the requirements for the 


course are completed in above average excellence. Near perfect attendance and


participation throughout the semester.

C.   (77-84)     Average work with a touch of originality and an adequate level of technique. 

Acceptable level of understanding on the subjects of the course. All the requirements for the course are completed adequately. Very good attendance with make-up work

covering all the missed class hours.  

D.   (70-76)     Below average work with a lack of originality and a low level of technical              skill. Bottom basic understanding of the subjects of the course. Poor attendance,


Poor interest in the subject and/or poor completion of requirements. 

F. (below 70) Failed to grasp even the minimum level of understanding for the course. 

Excessive absence and/or lack of interest in the course deemed unacceptable.

ATTENDANCE and its point system


You must attend all classes for satisfactory participation, understanding of information and achieving high quality works in all projects.30 points are calculated into the earning points for a perfect attendance. Missing 1 hour is a loss of 1 and ½ point. Missing 20 hours (10 days) results in failing the course even with the highest quality projects and other requirement completed. You must be on time for the class and must put in full class hours of work. Late for class and leaving early are counted in loss of points accordingly. A half of the loss of points for one-day absence caused by an inevitable situation can be recovered by the same hours of work outside the regular class time immediately following the missed day. This must be done through the instructor’s approval, and the progress of your work must be checked for its quality. Up to 5 times of make-up work may be credited but no more. Trying to recover the lost points much later is not accepted, although you are expected to put in the work sometime to satisfy the requirement. Working on your own outside the class hours is never credited for the participation. 

Participation in class is the most important requirement.

Ceramics or Sculpture courses must be understood as college level fine arts research course. They are offered as academic elective requirement in liberal arts program of Chaminade University. They are not offered as recreational activities.
