This is a graduate course covering reconstruction of crime scenes.  It is a sub discipline of the Crime Scene Certification and a natural progression from the Senior Crime Scene Analyst certification.  As such, the student will notice close parallels between crime scene investigation, photography, latent fingerprints, bloodstain pattern analysis and other courses we offer.  This cannot be helped as it is a combination of all of the above looking at everything as a whole that will ultimately tell us "what happened" at the crime scene.  We will therefore take these basics and take them several steps forward.

This is a lecture course and we will base a lot on actual case work, some of which we have talked about before and other lectures will cover little bits and pieces of evidence that when taken as a whole, tell a story.  The student will have to have a open mind and sometimes "think outside the box."

Prerequisites:  Crime Scene Investigation FS-340, Bloodstain Pattern Analysis FS-634, Crime Scene Photography FS-350.  Latent Prints would also be an advantage in this course.

Assignments:  You will be expected to keep up with the reading which will be a good portion of the grade, but attending lectures is critical as we will be discussing cases and techniques in each class and therefore we will not so much be lecturing, but discussing most days.

Music Devices and Cell Phones:  The use of music devices and cell phones is not allowed in class.  Use of these will result in your being asked to leave the class for the day.  If there is a need for your cell phone, you should clear it with me prior to class.  Cell phones must be off or on silent and will not be used in any way during class.

Unnecessary Talking:  If you feel the need to talk, do it prior to class or after class.  Not in class.  Respect your fellow students.  If you need to talk, participate in the class discussions and you will do well in this class.

Grading:  Grades will be based on three exams of 20 questions each and your class participation.  Each exam is worth 100 points and your participation is worth another 100 points.  We are all interested in what you think and say.
