Course Description:  Twelve lessons of 45 minutes will incorporate individual instruction in beginning and intermediate ukulele.  Course content will include technique, music reading, sight-reading, ear training, interpretation, performance techniques, and repertoire.  MU185 and 285 are for Beginning and Early Intermediate Level students.  Mu 385 and 485 are for intermediate to advanced students.

Materials:  Student will furnish own ukulele, and must bring it to every class.  An electronic tuner or pitch pipe is recommended, but not required.

Course content – the design of the course depends on student skill and music reading ability from any previous background in music, as well as any previous experience playing the ukulele.

Course Objectives: Student will develop artistic and technical skills for performance, build knowledge of technique and literature, and reinforce basic theoretical concepts.

MU 185-02-01 students will be able to play single note melody, and strum basic chords.   MU 285-02-01 students will be able to read simple notation and play a solo incorporating melody and chords.  Intermediate and advanced students will be able to arrange and play a more complex solo.  All students are expected to perform as a group in the end of semester recital.

Practice:  In order to receive the full benefit of lessons, regular practice is essential.  Students will prepare for lessons by rehearsing on their own during the week to review new concepts and develop personal performance skills through repetition.  Daily practice of your assigned pieces and technical requirements is highly recommended.  

Attendance:  No missed lessons are allowed unless you are ill or give notice 24 hours prior to cancellation. Short-term notice will only be accepted with a doctor’s certificate.  If you miss your lesson for any other reason, no make-up lesson will be given.  Four or more unexcused absences will result in a grade of “no credit” for the course. 

 

Recital:  Students are required to attend and perform in the end of semester recital.  (Exceptions may be made on an individual basis for Beginning Level students.)  Date of recital to be determined.  Failure to attend and remain for the entire recital may result in a grade of “no credit” for the course.

 

Evaluation:  Your progress over the semester counts for 80% of your grade and the recital counts for 20%. (Performance in recital serves as a final exam). Any student not playing in the recital will be graded on solo performance in last scheduled class.  Students will be evaluated on skill development, reading accuracy, and performance.
