Course Description: Sociology 200 introduces students to the general methods of analysis and fundamental concepts of sociology as a social science discipline.  Topics of discussion will include Sociological theory, major thinkers in Sociology, interaction between the individual and the social order, race, class and gender. 
Course Objectives: Upon completion of the course, the student should be able to: 
1-articulate an understanding of the basic sociological theories and research methods 
2- demonstrate and understanding of the organization of social life including the sociological concepts of culture, society, social structure, socialization, groups and organizations. 
3-demonstrate an awareness of social inequality and stratification based on social class, race, ethnicity & age 
4-demonstrate an understanding of American social, economic and political institutions. 
In order to achieve these objectives, a high emphasis will be placed upon using the discussion board. 

Student Learning Outcomes: 
Students are expected to demonstrate the ability: 
to think critically about and analyze everyday life and social events from the sociological perspective; 
to know the major theoretical perspectives in sociology; to be able to do basic sociological research; 
to understand the social nature of the basic social institutions of society; 
to be able to apply social theory in their understandings of everyday life, 
to be able to demonstrate an understanding of cultural relativism in a culturally diverse society & world; 
to be able to explain, sociologically, major social issues, such as racism, sexism, etc., and 
to work collaboratively in small group tasks in order to explore and explain topical issues in social life. 
Attendance: Attendance is not required specifically…this course is asynchronous, which means we aren’t on eCollege necessarily at the same time. You are expected to login to the course to work 3-4 times a week. 
Make up Policy:  You should do the work on time. I do not have a hard and fast rule about timing, but it should be within a few days of your assignment. If you stick to the suggested schedule, you will finish the course on time. You will not be penalized for being late, but if you are, you have to catch up. 
Academic Honesty: I expect you to do your own work. 
We expect the highest standards of academic honesty. Violations of academic honesty include the following: 
Cheating: This includes seeking or giving unauthorized help on examinations, papers, or other academic assignments. 
Plagiarism: This is defined as using another’s words or ideas and representing them as one’s own either knowingly or unknowingly. In other words, by not documenting ideas or putting quotations around exact phrasing and documenting the source, one is committing plagiarism.  Misconduct in the area of academic honesty is subject to disciplinary action which can include failure of the assignment, or even failure of the course. 
You should take a quiz after each chapter…all quizzes to be posted within eCollege before the test covering that chapter. You may take quizzes as often as you like, the idea being that you learn the material as you study it over and over. These quizzes come from test pools with 40-60 questions so the more you take the quizzes, the better you are ready for the midterm and final! 
Go to the discussion board after you read each chapter to post to the discussion with your classmates.

3.     This reservation must be made no earlier than? (Has anyone seen this date-I will post an announcement when it’s available) We do have a maximum seating, so reservations are first come first serve.

The discussion postings are for you to sound off, discuss ideas with other students, and even discuss study plans or ideas, but I will not respond to all postings..the idea is for the class to discuss items with each other. You can work AHEAD all you like.

Paper/Project Details:
	Paper:  The ‘paper’ is actually two assignments, but I want you to bundle it into one document. This helps me keep from having to open and close a million documents during the term. It is simple, it’s not a research paper but an ‘idea’ paper. I would like you to do two things in this document. (If you want to get fancy, you could even build a webpage in something like posterous.com)
1.     Give me five ideas for discussion. I am looking to overhaul the discussion part of this course since we have a new textbook. I would like you to come up with five discussion questions/or topics that I could use in the discussion board. Make these items something that you think you would enjoy discussing yourself or things you think your classmates would relate to. For example, don’t just list Abortion as a topic. You might say: 
Doctors who work in abortion clinics have been the target of hate crimes in recent years. How could these crimes be eliminated? Why does there seem to be support for these kinds of actions? 
2.      I want you to find five current websites that explore anything we discuss. These can be related to your ‘new’ topics or to anything on the current discussion board. These also could be current ‘event’ sort of websites. As you list the actual link of each website, give me a line or two that tells me about why you think the website is ‘sociological’. What kinds of discussion would these websites prompt? This could be a link to a song, a site, a YouTube video, anything that interests you. If you love your ideas, post them to the Blog also!
You can do this assignment at any time before the end of August.
