MATH 100: SURVEY OF MATHEMATICS

This course will cover a wide spectrum of important mathematic concepts that are applicable to various liberal arts majors. Topics in this course provide a broad understanding of how mathematics is applied in the physical world. 

This course is designed to promote interest and appreciation for the field of mathematics; and provide appropriate mathematics competency needed for students majoring in social studies, health industry fields, education, business and other liberal arts professional fields.

7. Accurately use algorithmic methods to provide accurate products in consumer quantitative issues

8. Solve basic structures of logic

9. Achieve proficiency using a graphing calculator

10. Understand fundamental statistical methods

Attendance
