Course Description

Students will explore the New Testament including the Gospels and the letters of Paul.  They will examine the variety of approaches to the study and prayerful reflection on the New Testament, and survey the important theological themes that arise from their presence and application within the continuing Christian tradition.

Online Participation
    Attendance:  Attendance consists of weekly collaborative participation in the online learning experiences.
    Quantitative Participation:  Weekly participation criteria are quantitatively assessed as follows:
            1.  Composing and posting a response to the discussion or questions;      
2.  Posting a comment, observation or question in response to the contribution of another classmate; 
3.  Responding to the questions, comments or observations classmates have posted in response to your contribution to the discussion; and  
                        4.  Reviewing the discussions regularly to remain current with the topics.

    Qualitative Participation:  Qualitative participation consists not in simply the number of times a note is posted, but by the overall degree of intellectual engagement you demonstrate in:
1.  Supporting your comments with more than personal opinion. Use         cited references or quotes; cited Internet research information or other  credible resources. 
                        2.  Utilizing fair and balanced comments, even if you are in disagreement.
3.  Using meaningful comments to contribute to the discussion by bringing                                                 new insights, experiences or perceptions that enrich the        understanding of the subject.  Examples of comments that do not contribute meaningfully to a discussion include: "good job," "I agree," "I wish I had thought of that," "I like/don't like your paragraph," and-so-forth.  
 
In the event that technical difficulties disrupt access or utilization of the web board system, the instructor may elect to utilize e-mail to conduct discussions and maintain dialogue.
 
Reading Assignments: It is expected that the assigned readings be completed during the time period indicated on the course schedule.
Our course week extends from Sunday through Saturday.  Typically, weekly course activities adhere to the format below:

Essays

Essays are listed on the syllabus with due dates indicated. Essays must be typed, double-spaced using 12-point font. Set the footer to 7 using the page setup control. In the footer set at .7, insert page number on the left and your first initial and last name on the right. Essays will be graded on clear thesis statement, depth of response, logical sequence and transitions, accurate grammar and spelling. Remember: spell check does not identify words that are spelled correctly such as “form” instead of “from” but are used incorrectly.
 

All papers should include footnotes or endnotes for citations of material from texts or articles. Scripture passages need to be identified with book, chapter and verse(s). A bibliography is not required for the essays. If using WordPerfect, files must be converted to Microsoft Word document or html format. Submit essays as an attachment to instructor using Web CT’s mail system. You may not use WIKIPEDIA as a resource.

 

Article Research and Reaction

Students are to access Sullivan Library’s periodical base and locate an article about the New Testament and its writings using ATLA or other religion index. Students are to read and write a reaction paper that includes:

· a brief summary of the article; 

· its relevance to course content; 

· its usefulness as a means to understand the New Testament better; 

· how the article contributed to personal knowledge of the course subject. 

 

This paper must be a minimum of three double-spaced pages. In the footer, locate page number on the left, and initial of first name and entire last name on the right. This article essay is due the Friday of the 8th week, Feb. 25-March 3. You will post a brief summary as part of your discussion for week nine on March 4-10.

Policies

Deadlines:  Students are expected assume responsibility for knowing, observing and meeting assignment deadlines as described in the course schedule. Late or make-up assignments will not be accepted by the instructor, except under extraordinary documented circumstances, such as military deployment or serious illness.   
It is the students' responsibility to provide the instructor with verifiable documentation for any extraordinary circumstances that prevent the submission of assignments on time, and to present a plan to complete missed deadlines and/or assignments missed to the instructor for approval.

Plagiarism:  The Chaminade University of Honolulu General Catalog states that:

            2.  Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.
            3.  Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
 
This policy statement means that students' are not allowed to submit the work of another as their own, that altering the work of another for presentation as one's own constitutes plagiarism, and that all sources must be properly cited. If a student commits plagiarism, or fails to properly cite all sources, then the student will receive no credit for the assignment and the Academic Dean will be notified accordingly.

If there is any doubt about whether or not the use or submission of a particular work constitutes plagiarism, contact the instructor for guidance and assistance.
 
This includes use of the text in responding to the questions based on readings from the text. In answering the questions you are expected to include citations for the text and indicate when you are using the words of the author. You are encouraged to read and summarize the text in your own words, connecting the reading to your own experience.
