Catalogue Description - PH 105 Ethics The study of the concepts of good and bad, 

right and wrong, has a long history. This course will study the origins and legitimacy of our standards of conduct and character and will discuss modern studies which consider the compelling and unconditional overtones of ethical demands. The course will also discuss the ways in which we talk to children and young people about what is right and wrong. 

 General Education Learning Outcomes for Philosophy from Student Handbook:

Students who successfully complete the General Education Core program will: 

1. Demonstrate an understanding of the broad themes found in the Western philosophical tradition of Ethics.
2. Demonstrate skills and techniques necessary to successfully execute critical and creative literary papers. 

3. Identify and discuss literary themes and universal concepts present in literary texts, including, but not limited to, the exploration of ethics. 

Course Learning Outcomes:
In order that the students may have a better understanding of what they will learn in Philosophy 105, the following outcomes are provided.  Through the course, the student will:

1. Demonstrate familiarity with the major philosophers, ideas and development of western ethical thought by identifying and explaining these in an essay and project.

2. Be able to articulate the central philosophical ethical issues of western thought through participation in class discussion and by means of written assignments.

3. Begin to think philosophically by reflecting on her/his own views of these issues and demonstrate this reflective process in class discussions and in written journal entries.

Assignments:  

· Essay: You will have to submit one essay.  This essay should be approximately 5-7 typed, double-spaced pages.
· Project Report: You will have to submit one project report.  This assignment should be approximately 6-9 typed, double-spaced pages.
· Reflections: You will have to submit six reflections on the novel which we read.  Each reflection should be approximately 1 typed, double-spaced page.
· Attendance and Reading: You are expected to attend class each week and read the assigned pages from your textbook. 
Course Grade: You will be able to earn a maximum of 290 points in this course.  The number of points that you earn will determine your final grade for the course.


If you earn 261-290 points (90% and above) you will get a grade of “A” for the course. 

     
If you earn 232-260 points (80% to 89%) you will get a grade of “B” for the course. 

     
If you earn 203-231 points (70% to 79%) you will get a grade of “C” for the course. 

     
If you earn 174-202 points (60% to 69%) you will get a grade of “D” for the course. 

     
If you earn 173 points or below (59% and below) you will get a grade of “F” for the course.

1 page Reflections: 60 points (each of the 6 reflections is worth 10 points)
Rewrite Policy: If you wish to improve an assignment you may rewrite it.  Each assignment may be rewritten a maximum of two times.  Please turn in the prior draft(s) of the assignment with your rewrite.  Work which is turned in after the end of class #8 may not be rewritten.

The First Kind of Assignment: Essay

This essay will give you the opportunity to think through the material which we have studied and also to do your own philosophizing.  

 

Length:  The essay should be approximately 5-7 typed, double-spaced pages.  This is a guideline only.  The quality of the work is much more important than the quantity of the work.

Due date:  The essay is due by Class #5 (July 29).  Rewrites of the essay are due by Class #10 (September 9).
Essay Comments:  I will add comments and suggestions to your essay.  You and I will also schedule a time to meet and go over your essay.

Submitting Essays:  You can either turn in a hard copy of the essay in class or you can submit the essay electronically through eCollege.  Electronic Submissions: Go either to the Essay Assignment Dropbox tab on the left-hand menu or  to the Dropbox tab on the course toolbar and attach your work in the appropriate dropbox.  Graded entries will be returned to you by me through your Dropbox inbox.  Please save your documents in Rich Text Format (rtf).
 

Writing a good philosophy paper: For tips on writing a good philosophy paper and a sample essay please go to eCollege Course Home and see "Tips for writing a good philosophy paper."  

Grading: Your essays will be given a score from 0 to 100.  An excellent “A” paper will earn from 90-100 points.  A good, above-average “B” paper will earn from 80-89 points.  An average “C” paper will earn from 70-79 points.  A below-average “D” paper will earn from 60-69 points.  A failing “F” paper will earn 59 points or below.  A paper which is not turned in will earn no points and will receive a failing grade of 0.  (If you fail to turn in an essay, it is unlikely that you will pass the course.)

Topics: The possible topics for the essay are listed below. Choose one of these topics for your essay.


1.  Love
· Part I: What is "love"?  Explain the elements of love.

· Part II:  What is the connection between love and living well?  Explain how love is an ingredient of the good life.

· Part III:  What can one do to cultivate love?  Explain how one might help oneself or others to learn how to give and/or receive love.

2.  Mindfulness

· Part I: What is "mindfulness"?  Explain the elements of mindfulness.

· Part II:  What is the connection between mindfulness and living well?  Explain how mindfulness is an ingredient of the good life.

· Part III:  What can one do to cultivate mindfulness?  Explain how one might help oneself or others to become more mindful.
· 3.  Choose your own ingredient.  Do you want to write about another ingredient that you think is essential to the good life?  This is possible, but you must talk to me about it first.

· Part I: What is your chosen ingredient?  Explain the elements of this ingredient.

· Part II:  What is the connection between your chosen ingredient and living well?  Explain how this ingredient is an ingredient of the good life.

· Part III:  What can one do to cultivate your chosen ingredient?  Explain how one might help oneself or others to cultivate this ingredient.

The Second Kind of Assignment: Project
In your essay you are going to reflect upon love, mindfulness, or some other ingredient of the good life of your choosing.  Part III of this essay asks you what you can do to cultivate this ingredient.  Now you get the opportunity to put your ideas into action.  
Project Topic:  Design and execute a project, event, or activity which:

· Cultivates love

· Cultivates mindfulness

· Cultivates some other ingredient of the good life of your choosing.

This project can either focus on yourself or others.  For instance, you can design a project that helps others to develop mindfulness or that helps you to develop mindfulness.  You can design a project that helps others to give or to receive love or that helps you to give or receive love.

Project Ideas:  What specific form will your Project take?  It is up to you.  Here are some examples of some ideas to get you started.
· Organize or do something:  Work with children, senior citizens, homeless folks, co-workers, or family.  Plan an event, be of service, or teach a lesson that cultivates love, mindfulness, or your chosen ingredient.  Collaborate with a classmate, your co-workers, a church, school, or shelter.  (If you want to work with kids, let me know.  I am currently trying to cultivate love and mindfulness with a group of children.)

· Create something:  Cultivate love, mindfulness, or your chosen ingredient by creating a video, power point presentation, song, piece of art, or business idea.

Project Report:  You must turn in a Project Report.  This report should consist of three parts:

· Project Proposal (Part I):  Before you start your Project you must write a 2-3 page Project Proposal.  This will be a plan that explains what your project is and how you will accomplish it.  You must share this Project Proposal with me before beginning your Project.
· Project Description (Part II):  After you complete your Project, write a 2-3 page description that documents how your project went.  What did you do?  What happened?

· Project Reflection (Part III):  Write a 2-3 page reflection on your Project.  Do you think your Project helped to cultivate love, mindfulness, or your chosen ingredient?  If so, why?  If not, what could be improved?  What did you learn about love, mindfulness, your chosen ingredient, or the good life from this project?

Project Proposal:  You and I will schedule a time to meet and talk about your Project Proposal.


Project Report Length:  The Project Report should be approximately 6-9 pages.


Due date:  The Project should be completed and the Project Report should be submitted by Class #10 (September 9).  Rewrites of the Project Report are also due by Class #10.
Submitting Entries:  You can either turn in a hard copy of the Project Report in class or you can submit it electronically through eCollege by going to the Dropbox tab on the course toolbar.  Graded electronically submitted Project Reports will be returned to you by me through your Dropbox inbox.  Please save your documents in Rich Text Format (rtf).
Grading:  These Projects are worth 100 points.  The points will be assigned as follows:
· Project Report Part I (Project Proposal):  
25 points

· Project Report Part II (Project Description): 
25 points

· Project Report Part III (Project Reflection):  
25 points

· Project quality and effort (Self-Evaluation): 
25 points

The Third Kind of Assignment: Reflections

You will have to complete six reflections.  These reflections will be based on your reading of our Tuesdays with Morrie book.  Each week a selection of reading is assigned.  Read that week's selection and then write your own personal reflection on it.  These reflections will give you the opportunity to connect philosophical issues with your own life.

Topic:  I have broken up Mitch Albom’s book Tuesdays with Morrie  into six chunks:


Entry #1: Pages 1-31


Entry #4: Pages 98-128


Entry #2: Pages 32-61


Entry #5: Pages 129-163


Entry #3: Pages 62-97 

Entry #6: Pages 164-192
After you read one of these chunks you are to write a reflection.  The point of this reflection is to help you to make connections between the book and your own life.  It is also to help you to reflect on your own life.  

· First, briefly describe what you found interesting in this section of the book.  (You don't have to go into much detail here; I've already read the books!)

· Secondly, and more importantly, connect what you found interesting with your own life.  Have you ever thought about what Mitch or Morrie are talking about?  Have you ever had any of these same worries or faced any of these same challenges?  Does what they say influence you to change your life in any way?

 

Since these will be personal reflections there will be no right or wrong answers.  You can, however, do a better or worse job of reflecting.  A good reflection is one that really “scratches beneath the surface.”  It goes into some detail and demonstrates that you have really given the matter some thought.  So after you read find a quiet place, lean back for a little while, and really reflect upon your own life and upon what this book makes you think about.  After taking this time to think, you’ll be ready to write a good written reflection.  I hope you enjoy the book!

 

Length:  Each Journal entry should be approximately 1 typed, double-spaced page.

 

Due date:  All journal entries are due by Class #10 (September 9).  Rewrites of journal entries are also due by Class #10.  These are interesting books to read; many students do all their reflections right away at the beginning of the course.  That is a good thing to do.


Submitting Entries:  You can either turn in a hard copy of your journal entries in class or you can submit them electronically through eCollege.  Electronic Submissions:  Go either to the Reflections Dropbox tab on the left-hand menu or  to the Dropbox tab on the course toolbar and attach your work in the appropriate dropbox.  Graded entries will be returned to you through your Dropbox inbox.  Please save your documents in Rich Text Format (rtf).
