Second Benchmark Course - PSY 611 is the second benchmark class where the MSCP faculty continues to observe the actual interpersonal skills and competencies of the students.

Catalog Course Description

This course explores the theoretical nature of groups and the application of group theory to the group counseling process.  In examining and applying theories of group counseling, the student‑counselor gains self‑understanding of peer behavior, group dynamics, and the group building process as a function of participation in the group process.  Prerequisite:  PSY 603

Course Description

This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the MSCP program core student learning outcome of group work.  In addition, this course also addresses the MSCP core program student learning outcomes of 1) professional issues and ethics, 2) research and evaluation and 3) social and cultural foundations.

This course will cover the theoretical aspects for Group Counseling, and the application of theory to the Group process in experiential practice.  It will provide students with the opportunity to experience being a group member and a group co-leader.  In this process the student will also explore the development of self-understanding, self-awareness, and interpersonal awareness as a function of participating in the group process.

The experiential exercise into processing of group dynamics, as both group participant and group co-leader, will focus on ethics, cultural competence, exploring life’s choices, meaning and values, beliefs, and the interpretation of other areas of life, of interest to the student.     

 Learning the theoretical content and practical skills will be the foundation for improved self-awareness and development into the most important component of the group process, the self.  This focus and process will be practiced in a non-judgmental manner.   This is learning and learning  involves learning to fix what does not work and evolve, and proceed to the next step.  Learning to not personalize others emotions or issues, and accepting each others experiences as their reality, their beliefs, their stories, and their perspectives.

Assessment

Student performance will be assessed at various points during the course through response journals, DAP Notes and a process paper.

· A response journal will be turned in for each class reflecting your experience of class and the group process, due the beginning of the next class.  The paper will be 2-3 pages, typed double space, size 12 font.  8 papers worth 20 points each for the term.  These writings will focus on your experience in the group, what you thought, what you felt, and what you did in participating and interacting as a group member or as co-leader.  Each member of the group will also write DAP notes for the Group sessions and email notes to next sessions co-facilitators by Tuesday of the week.  DAP notes will be worth 20 points.  Any notes after Tuesday will not be accepted.

· A 4 - 5 page Process Paper, worth 50 points, will be due at the beginning of the ninth class.  This will deal with both your personal learning and group process learning.  Write a comprehensive and clear report on what you learned and how you learned.  Focus on conceptualizing the themes of the group experience.  Do not mention others from the group by name on your papers.

A paper on “Group Planning” (exercise on PP 128, of Groups text) will be due on the 7th class.  This will focus on a group targeting the population of interest to you.   The format of the paper will be as outlined in text on pages 128-129.  This paper will be worth 100 points.

Attendance Policy:

· Guidelines for Response Paper, and Process Paper:

1. Response journal  (10 Pts.)

· Three sections:

A. Describe your observations and perceptions of the group, the process and the content discussed.  What did you think about what happened, or did not happen?  How did you feel about the group session?  Anything you would do differently?  

B. Did the group make any progress?  Did you learn anything?  What is your assessment of the group’s evolution?  Are you being challenged by the group’s interaction and your participation?

C. If you were co-leading the next group, what would you plan for the session?  How would you implement your plan?  What specifically would you want to address?

D. How are you doing with the DRILL?

2. Process Paper: (50 Pts)

· What did you learn about yourself through this process?

· Focus on the qualities about yourself that might either enhance or detract from your effectiveness as a group leader.

· What did you learn about being a group member? About group leadership? About how groups function or malfunction? About the stages? About techniques?

· Comment on the level of cohesion in the group.  Your contribution or not to this.

· What did you learn about techniques and skills?

· What did you notice contributed to a working and productive group?

· How is trust generated within a group?

· When do groups get stuck, and how do they get unstuck?

· How is resistance best dealt with in groups?  How about anxiety?

· How is conflict therapeutically dealt with in groups?

· What have you learned about groups from this experience, that would serve you in good stead as a future group leader?

Strict adherence to the guidelines are not mandatory.  Write a process (what you experienced) commentary from the perspective of both a group leader and a group member.  Write about your learning experience.   Write about key group process issues and what they did or not for you and your evolution as a person.  Relate this to your thinking/interpretation of the theoretical content presented and studied from the texts.

MARIANIST EDUCATIONAL VALUES

The five characteristics of a Marianist Education are:  

1. Educate for Formation in Faith

Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.

2. Provide an Excellent Education

In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.   Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.

3. Educate in Family Spirit

Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace

The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  

5. Educate for Adaptation to Change

In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist university faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.
