Attendance Policy:

Due to the intensive components of this course, attendance is mandatory.  Attendance will be comprised of one-third of the final class grade.  Upon three absences a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar within the recommendation that the student withdraw from the course. All students are expected to complete all reading and class assignments prior to class.  Grades will be based on a point system.  There will be a total of 300 possible points; 150 points for attendance /participation /lecture presentation & assignments; and 150 points for written research project & presentation.

Point System Breakdown:

Attendance/ Participation/ Presentations/Discussion: Mandatory book review, class assignments reaction papers & film briefs
1. 150 points – students arriving on time, prepared for and participating in all class work and discussions will receive 150 points.

1. (3) Corrections	ex: community corrections, rehab programs…
