Course Description
This course is designed to provide instruction and practice in writing, editing, and revising short narrative and expository essays. It will also provide instruction in organizing your material and in Standard Edited American English. You will enhance your ability to identify and examine rhetorical modes in expository essays and a novella. Writing and revising improves with practice; therefore, by studying good prose models, like the essays we will read and discuss in this course, you will develop and strengthen your reading comprehension and written rhetorical skills.

1. To demonstrate the correct use of grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure in a written text.

2. To demonstrate the ability to edit a text with grammar, punctuation, word choice, mechanics, and sentence structure errors.


3. To demonstrate paragraph and essay development in a written text.

a. –To demonstrate thesis sentences.
b. –To demonstrate topic sentences.
c. –To demonstrate clear supporting examples for thesis sentence and topic sentences.
4. –To demonstrate logical and clear connections between topic/thesis sentences and supporting examples. 

5. To demonstrate an organizational development in a written text.

a. –To demonstrate an effective introductory paragraph.
b. –To demonstrate an effective concluding paragraph.
c. –To demonstrate the use of transitions (internal/within a paragraph and external/ between paragraphs) in a written text. 

6. To identify and apply rhetorical writing techniques (narrative, descriptive, exposition/illustration, comparison and contrast, cause and effect, definition, persuasion, classification, division).
a. –To demonstrate logical structure utilizing the rhetorical techniques.

Student guidelines and responsibilities for grading purposes

Preparation and attendance (10% of grade)
Class Preparation
You are responsible for reading the assigned material by the beginning of class and must be prepared to answer questions posed by the instructor. 
You are to bring one hard copy of your essay for peer review on date listed on course schedule. You will be doing work in small groups for constructive criticism on your papers. Failure to have your paper with you on due date or missing the workshop will be the equivalent of two unexcused absences.

Class Attendance
Attendance is mandatory for all scheduled classes. If you have a valid reason for absences, such as personal illness or family emergency, you are responsible for making up work assigned during your absence from class. Any excused absence requires additional work by the student. The instructor determines whether a reason is valid.
You are expected to be in class on time. Tardiness on a regular basis may reduce letter grade. Your final grade will be affected for excessive (three or more) unexcused absences and/or for excessive tardiness (more than three times).

Class Behavior
Be respectful to and of your classmates and instructor. Inappropriate behavior, such as but not limited to excessive talking, text messaging, demeaning gestures, will not be tolerated. Students who do not behave appropriately will be asked to leave the classroom.
Before entering the classroom, students are required to turn off all electronic devices, including, but not limited to, cell and smart phones, iPods, PDAs, and MP3s. Computers may be used during class only with permission and will not be allowed during any test. If a student is “surfing,” “texting” or other non-instructional activity during class, the student will be asked to leave. Any student who does not respect classroom behavior rules will receive no credit for that day’s attendance.

Quizzes
Quizzes may cover grammar material discussed in class, reading assignments and other areas instructor deems necessary. Adequate notice of quiz and its content will be given prior to the quiz.

Reading and Writing Journal (15% of grade)
You will be keeping a reading and writing journal throughout the course. You may use either loose-leaf paper with portfolio or a composition book. Non-classroom writing activities may be done on computer, printed out and placed in portfolio. Please avoid using binders. 
Each entry must have the following information: Date, activity title post-reading, classroom activity).
Writing assignment for journal:
Each of the readings has post-reading questions to which you will respond. These questions are asked in particular categories: Meaning, Purpose and Audience, Method and Structure, and Language. Answer two questions per reading by selecting from one from two different categories. You will be discussing your answers in class.
Journals will be collected at the discretion of the instructor at any time during the term.
Essay 1 and drafts 2-4 (5% each for a total of 20% of grade)
Essay #1 assignment is listed on the course schedule. You will not be doing peer review of this essay. It is designed to assist the instructor in learning your writing style, strengths and weaknesses.
For essays 2-4, a selection of topics will be given that are designed to develop your writing abilities using particular rhetorical methods. All papers must be typed using twelve-point font and double-spacing paragraphs. All margins must be set at one inch. Page numbers are to be placed in the header on the right with last name. This syllabus is an example of that kind of placement.
You will need to bring two hard copies of your paper on designated peer review class sessions. One of the copies will be given to the instructor for review. The other will be used in class for peer review. Based on instructor’s and peer reviewer’s recommendations, you will need to revise the essay and submit the revision on LiveText. Failure to bring your hard copy with you will mean an unexcused absence for that class session. 

I will not accept any late papers unless notified at least 48 hours in advance.

Plagiarism
During the term, you may be required to use resources for one or more of your essay assignments. You must use proper in-text citation in order to avoid plagiarism.
Plagiarism is presenting the work of another as your own.  The guidelines for plagiarism are in the General Catalog (online). They include, but are not limited to, the following:
· Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. This does include web sites. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgement (citation) of the source is always mandatory.
· Paraphrasing the work of another without proper acknowledgement.
· Submitting the work prepared by another as one’s own. (Chaminade General Catalog, online).
· Using an assignment for two different classes, even if the work is one’s own.
Any student caught plagiarizing will receive a failing grade for the paper and/or for the course, at the discretion of the instructor as per handbook.

Revisions Essays 2-4 (30% of total grade)
You will be required to revise three of your essays written during the term. The purpose of the revision is to enable you to better understand the process of writing that includes revision, editing and proofreading. Revisions should be based on peer review and instructor comments. You will be revising your second, third and fourth essay assignments. Because revisions are crucial to the writing process, these are worth more than your first drafts.

Final exam (15% of total grade)
All students in EN 101 classes take the final exam at the same time. You will be prepared for this exam throughout the term. Location of the final exam usually is determined during the last week of instruction. Final exam date is Monday, Dec. 10 at 3:30 p.m.
