COURSE DESCRIPTION:
 
This nursing course explores processes underlying all disease; systematically reviews pathological changes; and integrates it with pharmacological concepts. There is a focus on disease processes associated with physiologic responses, manifestations, and diagnostic testing of selected health alterations. The complexity of disease and chronic disease will be explored. This course builds upon the knowledge of human anatomy and physiology. This course also provides an overview of pharmacology with a systemic study of representative drugs in each category. Critical and analytical thinking in the application of the nursing process to disease alterations and drug therapy in individuals across the life span and in diverse populations is stressed. 

This course is divided into two sections over the academic year. Pathopharmacology NUR 202 serves as the foundation. Pathopharmacology NUR 203 will build on material covered in the first semester and increase the level of complex diseases and pharmacological interventions.

PREREQUISITES: BI 151 and BI 151L, BI 152 and BI 152L, NUR 190, MA 107.

4. Distinguish between the major drug classifications based upon drug action and the effect on the body system;  
5. Describe selected legal, ethical, and economic aspects of drug therapy with emphasis on the impact of informatics;
6. Describe the role and responsibilities of the nurse in monitoring drug therapies in response to disease processes; and
7. Demonstrate the use of holistic nursing assessments, therapeutic nursing interventions and pharmacologic therapies for patients across the lifespan.

COURSE POLICIES:

Course Atmosphere: This is a rigorous course. Students are expected to read and prepare for class in order to participate in class discussions. In this course students combine, use and build on conceptual information presented in BL 151 and BL 152. Students will be expected to review material from these courses prior to coming to class.  It is important that student’s come to class prepared to actively participate. Integrative case studies are key to the class and require preparation from the student.
  
Attendance:   Class (including seminar) is mandatory and students are expected to attend all classes.  Students with an unexpected emergency who miss class must notify the faculty prior to class via email. Failure to do so may result in the loss of a quiz grade. This is preparation for the clinical environment where not calling ahead of time may lead to dismissal. The classroom is a teaching and learning environment where there is an exchange of knowledge and experience, so it is essential that students attend class and participate in classroom activities to maximize individual learning.  Each student will be encouraged to develop professional accountability based on entrance into the nursing field with a work ethic that reflects personal responsibility, initiative, and teamwork. Students should notify the instructor by phone or e-mail when illness prevents them from attending class and make arrangements to complete missed assignments.   Any student who stops attending class without officially withdrawing may receive a failing grade.  Unexcused absences equivalent to more than a week of class may lead to a grade reduction for the course.  Any absence of two weeks or more must be reported to the Associate Provost and the Records Office by the instructor.

Quizzes: There are 10 online quizzes. The point total for the quizzes is 100 points or 10% of your grade.  Students may use their texts and notes to answer the questions but are not allowed to speak with other classmates or any individuals for assistance. If this should occur students will receive a 0 for the quiz. If there are any issues students may email the faculty during the time frame (Fri – Mon) and explain the problem. All quizzes begin at 8 am Friday and finish at 8 am Monday.  Students who do not complete quiz in the allotted time will score a 0. The majority of the quizzes will be done using My Nursing Lab.
