Catalog Description: This course explores the complex challenges that globalization, population increases, transnational commerce, existing and emerging infectious diseases, and re-emerging infectious diseases pose on systems of healthcare delivery globally.  Principles of immunology and epidemiology and the determinants of health will be presented.  The role of the nurse as well as the role of international organizations in influencing disease control and prevention will be explored. Other topics for discussion include global healthcare policy, global health care issues, lifespan health issues, international research methods, legal issues, and ethics.

5.)  Explain the role of major international organizations in influencing disease prevention and treatment strategies; 
6.)  Describe the role of research, ethics, and legal issues in the areas of immunology and epidemiology; and
7.)  Apply principles of epidemiology, biostatistics, and determinants of health in a cultural context across the lifespan.

· A summary of the main ideas are presented in 1 paragraph.
· Your thoughts on how this article ties into the course content you have been studying in 1-2 paragraph. Use of information from course readings and/or peer reviewed articles are highly encouraged for better synthesis of information.
NOTE: An introductory and conclusion paragraphs are optional.

Presentation on a Global Health Issue related to Infection and Immunity:
You will select a topic of interest from a list provided by the instructor and present an in-depth review of the topic to the class. This is a 7 minute power point presentation in class on an assigned date.  You will be working with another student as you will be comparing and contrasting your topic of interest. Please see rubric for grading/evaluation criteria.  Criteria for grading/evaluation include appropriate content, thoroughness of presentation, clarity of content, professionalism including dress and manner, creativity, and delivery of presentation.
