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General

Welcome to Special Topics: Internet Radio!  In this class, we will explore the skills and knowledge necessary to the operation and ongoing success of our fledgling internet radio station.  Participation in this class is one route to becoming on-air talent for Radio CUH.  

Learning Outcomes

· The ability to apply tools and technologies appropriate for the communication professions in which they work.

· Demonstrate the ability to operate the equipment and software used for originating streaming radio.

· Demonstrate the skills of an on-air presenter.

· Demonstrate the ability to maintain professional work standards in a peer-friendly environment.
· Demonstrate the ability to complete and apply technical research.  
Legalities and Procedures

As a streaming radio station, and as a vehicle of outreach for Chaminade University, there are restrictions, both legal and institutional, on the content of what we say and play. 
Field Trips

Throughout the semester I will endeavor to organize field trips to locations of interest.  These may fall outside of regular class time, so attendance is not required.  I strongly encourage you to participate, however.  

Equipment Use

As always, there are more students than equipment.  Checkout of equipment will be carefully regulated.  If any failure to abide by checkout procedures occurs, equipment will be made available only during class times.

Grading

Your grade for this class will come from two components.  Half (50%) will be based on the hours you put in and half (50%) will be based on academics.

Hours

Over the course of the semester, you are expected to log 45 hours of service to the radio station.  This is an average of three (3) hours per week.  You may accumulate hours by doing on-air shifts, assisting with remotes, creating on-air elements, or any approved activity related to the radio station.  Note that no more than six (6) hours per week of on-air time will count towards this requirement. 

Academics

Grades will follow a 10% spread.  All assignments carry a point value.  Your grade will reflect the percentage of possible points you achieved.

Research & Presentation

You will be asked to research various concepts or technologies and to lead a class discussion on your topic.  20 points each.

Creative productions
May be any element for on-air use:  station IDs, PSAs, CSAs (Chaminade service announcements), interviews, bumpers, intros, promotions, etc. 25 points each.
Air Checks

Recordings of your on-air performance during a regularly scheduled broadcast.  Pass/fail.
All written materials must be typed.  No handwritten materials will be accepted.
