English 255: Short Story and Novel

The Unusual, The Uncanny, and The Unsettling

This section of “Short Story and Novel” emphasizes the unusual, uncanny, and unsettling motifs often associated with Gothic fiction—tendencies that refract the “polymorphously perverse” nature of prose fiction itself. Beginning with Victorian literature, we shall encounter Edgar Allan Poe’s inaugural short stories as well as 20th century novels such as Shirley Jackson’s The Haunting of Hill House and Neil Gaiman’s The Graveyard Book. Later phases of the course address fictions by Edith Wharton, Flannery O’Connor, Chester Himes, and Maxine Hong Kingston. Course requirements include a midterm, a final exam, and two short papers. Students are expected to read all assignments by the date indicated in the course schedule and to share insights within the context of class discussion. 
Course Objectives:

Students who successfully complete this course will be able to demonstrate:

--the ability to recognize formal characteristics of fiction

--an understanding of literary terms and their application

--a general familiarity with critical and ideological approaches to interpreting literature

--the ability to develop and express ideas in a clear and logical manner, using a variety of critical reading, writing, and thinking skills  

--a command of a variety of research resources, such as the library and the Internet

--the ability to correctly format and document an essay using MLA style

--a greater understanding of one’s self and her/his relationship to the world in which we live

Required Texts:
The following books are required for this course: The Pearson Custom Library: Introduction to Literature for English 255, Shirley Jackson’s The Haunting of Hill House, and Neil Gaiman’s The Graveyard Book are available in the Chaminade University Bookstore. All essays must follow MLA format-- typed using 12-point font and double-spaced with one-inch margins on all sides. Please do not include a cover page. Each essay should have a creative and appropriate title. 

Late papers will receive a 10% grade reduction for each day until it is submitted.  If you are having difficulty with an assignment, please meet with me for additional assistance before the due date. You must complete and turn in all essays and major projects in order to pass this course.
