COURSE DESCRIPTION

The course explores the beginning, flourishing, and decline of the Russian Empire from the first Slavs until October Socialist Revolution of 1917. The course will provide fascinating insights into Russian life, long hidden behind the “iron curtain” including the history of Russian spirituality, literature, art, ballet, theater, folk art and other aspects of Russian life and culture.

Classes are augmented by slides, music, and demonstration of Russian folk art.

TEACHING GOAL:

Upon successful completion of the course students should be familiar with the religious roots of Russian cultural tradition; the major historical, political and cultural events of Early Russian History; major concepts of philosophical and political thought; and major literary and artistic works. Students will learn to admire the achievements of Russian scientists, inventors, explorers, writers, and artists who made a significant contribution into Russian and world culture 

THIS COURSE IS LINKED TO THE FOLLOWING PROGRAM LEARNING OUTCOMES:

Course Learning Outcome 1: Students will demonstrate an ability to outline the general chronology of Russian History from IX to beginning of XX century; demonstrate an understanding of causes, consequences, changes and continuity of major, historical, political and cultural events in History of Kievan Russia (IX-XV centuries), Moscovite Russia (XVI-XVIII) and Imperial Russia (XIX-XX).

Students will demonstrate an understanding of the significance and the consequences of the adoption of Christianity, the  transformation of Kievan State into the Muscovite Russia; of  Mongolo-Tatar yoke, of the reforms of Peter the Great; the abolition of serfdom; the wars, and the revolutions of the Imperial Russia.

(linked to the Program Learning Outcome 1: Upon completion of the course, students will demonstrate an understanding of change, continuity and causality; how to employ chronology to understand change and continuity, as well as cause and effect, in history) 

Course Learning Outcome 2: Students will demonstrate knowledge of the great achievements of the outstanding representatives of Russian literature, art and science and their significant contribution into the world culture.

Course Learning Outcome 3: Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major sources of Russian history and historiography and an understanding of different interpretations of Russian history and its periods offered in various theories, such as, Norman Theory, Eurasian Theory; theories of Westerners and Slavophils, Religious interpretation of history by Karsavin and Zenkovsky, and Marxists views on its course. They will demonstrate an ability to evaluate the perspectives of Russian and Western philosophers, sociologists, and political writers on wars, revolutions, reforms and other major events of Russian history in IX-XX centuries.  

(linked to the Program Learning Outcome 3: Students will demonstrate an awareness of perspectives and interpretations, explaining historical events and political developments with multiple views and interpretations, thereby avoiding explanations that point to historical linearity or political inevitability.) 

Course Learning Outcome 4: Students will demonstrate knowledge of Russian social institutions, military and financial organizations, economy, finances, agriculture, forestry, industry, trade, transportation and the dynamic of the population in different periods of Russian History.

Course Learning Outcome 5: Students will demonstrate comprehension of the internal and foreign policy of Russian ruler and the important position of the church in pre-revolutionary Russia. .
Course Learning Outcome 6: Students will demonstrate knowledge of the major beliefs of Russian people, how people dressed, what food was available, and what type of housing they lived in including the connection between land, nature, geographical situation and the mode of life of Russian people. 

Course Learning Outcome 7. Students will demonstrate an ability to read critically excerpts from the original texts (in translation); to better formulate questions, to write clearly and concisely with well-developed ideas. 
ORGANIZATIONAL THEME: MARIANIST EDUCATIONAL PHILOSOPHY
The Marianist Tradition is presented in this course through showing the religious foundation of Russian culture. Students will demonstrate an awareness of the religious foundations of every cultural tradition in the world including their own. 
COURSE assignments:
· Two take home exams, discussions, and one research paper. All exams’ questions and themes for the research paper will come from the syllabus. 
· Four 5 salient point’s papers on the chapters of the textbook.

Attendance: Students are expected to be prepared, and participate in all class discussions and activities. All class activities and assignments are graded. Points will be deducted for unexcused absence and irrelevant conversations during the lecture. 
Expectations: All students are expected to read, study and submit assignments in due time. O,5% will be deducted for every day of the late submission. Students are expected to read excerpts from additional books and articles relevant to selected topics of the course, as well. All the assignments will measure the student’s grasp of lectures and readings.  All students are expected to attend all classes; to read and study each reading assignment before the class.  All tests will measure the student’s grasp of lectures and the readings.
