This course, Forensic Anthropology will focus on a variety of topics in anthropology related to forensic science.  The purpose of this course is to provide students with an understanding of anthropology and human osteology as they apply to forensic problems.  The course focuses on the human skeleton and will teach the student how to identify and side human bones and teeth; provide an understanding of taphonomy and how to formulate a biological profile consisting of an individual’s age at death, ancestry, sex, height, trauma, and identity.  The student will be provided hands-on training in determining the cause and manner of death, archaeological recovery of remains, and evidence handling.  The student will also receive instruction in osteometrics, human non-metric skeletal traits, skeletal disease, and how to read x-rays.  The course will include slide presentations and hands-on analysis of both real and plastic bones.  For the final examination, students will be put in teams and assigned a forensic anthropology “cold case.”  Each team is required to submit a written report to the instructor and present its findings in a PowerPoint presentation to the class. 

Objectives:  At the end of this course the student will:


1.  Be able to identify and side human bones;

2.  Be able to formulate a basic biological profile using human bones and teeth;


3.  Have a basic understanding of skeletal growth, development, remodeling, trauma and disease;


4.  Understand the basic concepts of human non-metric traits and osteometrics.


5.  Have a basic understanding of human recovery techniques (archaeological excavation).
